	<Instruction>

“Shall we look at the board?”
(Have alphabet written on the board.)
<Elicit>
Ask Ss to tell you phonemes for each alphabet on the board.

(i.e. ok, class could you tell me what does B-subject to change-sounds?)

“Bur”
“Great!!” 

Go through A-Z.

Then, ask Ss,

“Which of these are vowels?”
“A, E, I, O, U”
“Great, you will learn more about these sounds later in intermediate class.”
<Elicit>

Show the Ss pictures of transportation one by one.

(Stick picture on the board after you shown it to the class)

“What do you see in the picture?”
=>A bus, car, truck and airplane.

“Great!!”
“So, you categorize these into?”
“Transportation”
“Yes, today we are going to look at different types of vehicles and its’ phenoneme. Every one excited?”
“Yes”
“Then, let’s go for it!”
Pointing at the picture of bus,

“What is phenoneum for a bus?”
=>“Bur”
Pointing at the picture of a car,

“Phenoneum for a car?”
=> “K”
Pointing at the picture of truck,

“Phenoneum for truck?”
=> “T”
Pointing at the airplane

“Phenoneum for an airplane?”
=> “AE”
“Perfect!! You guys got the hang of it now.”

	<Instruction>

I would like class to divide into 2 groups. Each group will have a card. (Word of vehicle/ instruction on the road). You guys say its’ phoneme and make sentence combining the two.

<Demonstration>

“I have chosen a “car”, and “red light.” So, I will say, phoneme for a car is “K” and the Car has stopped for red light.” 

(Hand out the card, which has word of vehicle/ instructions of a road written on it.)

While handing out, say this group has what card (i.e. whether they have word of vehicle or instructions of the road.)

Ask group A: 1person from the group to choose a word from Word of Vehicle

Ask group B: 1person from the group to choose an instruction. (Instructions of a road)

Then, ask Ss to first read out aloud the word’s phoneme and make a sentence using their chosen card by combining 2 together. (2rounds and swap.)
<ICQ>

“So, one person from each group is going to pick a card and then readout word aloud if they have name of vehicle. Am I correct?

“yes”
*Run the activity.
