· Students will be able to state their own reasons when giving answers to questions
Second Aim:

· Students will be able to think logically when selecting answers to questions
· Students will be able to accept the other team’s answers by listening to their reasons
Personal Aim:

· I want to improve my explaining ability by giving a clear explanation and instruction


	Language Skills:

· Listening:  Students should listen to the other team’s logic
· Speaking:  Students should speak their answers and reasons
· Reading:  Students should read the words written on the worksheet
· Writing: Students should write down reasons for their answers


	Language Systems:

Elicit:

Could you guys assemble these words and make two sentences?

You don’t necessarily have to use all of them. What can you get from these words? Good. ‘What doesn’t fit into this category, What is the odd one?’ So here is a question. Which words weren’t used? Do you think these words fit into these sentences? No, right! This is very relevant to what we are about to do today.

	· Show a couple of examples of ‘finding the odd one out’ activity
Draw a couple examples on the board and elicit

Elicit

Julien, Scott, Minji, and Julia. Which one doesn’t seem to belong? There is no set category. You can create your own category and have them fit into the category. For example, one way to find the odd one out is setting the birth year as a category. Now, do you see who doesn’t belong there? Or you can set different category.  Here’s another example. (Draw figures of a triangle, a square, a pentagon and a circle, and color them with the same color except pentagon) What seems to be the odd one here? Good, it could be the pentagon or the circle.
· Hand out the activity worksheet and divide the class into two groups

· Give Instruction

· Students work on the worksheet in groups

Elicit: 

So, I want you guys to get into two groups.  Here’s the worksheet and you will be playing “The Odd One Out Game!” Sounds fun, right? So here’s the instruction.  You guys, as a group, will discuss and choose an answer to each problem and state your reason.  For example, let’s take a look at the first problem.  Cat, dog, turtle, and elephant. Among these, what do you think is the odd one here? Yes, it can be the turtle, because turtle is a reptile, not a mammal.  In this case, the category is mammal, so turtle as a reptile is the odd one. Is this the only reason?/category? How else can you distinguish one from the others? Every one of them lives on land, but turtle can live under the ocean. So habitat can play as a category.   That means you can set whichever category you want.  Choose one answer and state one reason for your answer.  So now, I’ll give you about 5 to 6 mins to find the answer. Go ahead and discuss
ICQ: Can there be more than one answer? Yes!

	· Tell the rules of the game(rules for the competition)
· Run the activity

So, are you guys all done? Good, now I’m about to tell you rules for the competition. I didn’t tell you these rules in advance purposely.
So for each problem, the team leaders will do the rock, paper and scissors game.  Winner’s team will tell the answer first and state the reason.  In turns, the loser’s team will tell the answer and state the reason.  But, here’s a thing. Listen carefully.  If the loser’s team has the same answer as the answer of winner’s team, then the loser’s team has to find another reason/category OR find another answer with a different category WITHIN 10 seconds.  Winner’s team automatically gets 1 point for answering first.  Loser’s team will get 1 point for giving an alternative answer.  If the loser’s team fails to give an alternative answer, then the team will get no point.  Clear? 

ICQ: 

How many point for answering? 1 point, right. Do you get a point if you fail to give an alternative answer? No!

So, here we go.

· If 10 seconds is too long, try to limit the time as 5 seconds
