	Materials:
· Original dialogues
· 7 Copies of the cloze worksheets for each other

· Audio CD and CD-player

	Main Aim:

Students will be able to identify various appearances and describe them by activities.
Secondary Aim:
Students will improve their conversation skill by role-play.
Personal Aim:
I want that students enjoy having role-play and learn while they are doing it.



	Language Skills:

Listening: Students listen from audio CD and all different classmates’ dialogues.
Speaking: Students discuss with their partner about the worksheets.
Reading: Students read original dialogue and cloze worksheet that they made.
Writing: Students change words and filling the blank in the worksheet.



	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Listen native speaker in the audio CD.
· Lexis: Learn adjectives about colors and hair style.
· Grammar: Types of Adjectives and if two or more adjectives used together take the following order.
· Function: Identifying what people look like.
· Discourse: Discussing words with partners and do role play using it.


	Assumptions:
· The students had experience about play hangman game.
· The students’ levels are enough to do the worksheets.
· The students learned about family members and some clothes what they wore.
· The students know about some adjectives.
· The students is hard to make sentence.



	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· The students need more working time – If half of the student didn’t do their worksheets give few more minutes then cut it.
· The class finished earlier  – Teacher should prepare other worksheets. So do extra activity such as find their ideal type.
· CD player doesn’t work- Teacher could read it to the students.

	Ask which letter in it.

Try to find the clue together.


	Instruction

Play Hangman game. There are some blank on the board and The students have to make the right clue. (The words must relate with the lesson. )
 - Do you remember how to play Hangman game? Yes
ICQ:
- Can you say two alphabets at once? No

- How many letters are there? 14 letters
(ex. Curly brown hair)

Guiding
- When you take turn you could ask “Is there any one alphabet like ‘a’ ?” then I will answer yes or no.

- Who is going to start first? 

- You can start first then we could take turns to clockwise.

Run the Activity

Each students try to find the clue by asking. Finally they got the answer or teacher could give the answer if the students didn’t make it.

CCQ

- How many body parts does the man have?

- Can you find who has the hair style in the classroom?

Transition
Teacher tells about adjectives that describe a noun or pronoun. The students could learn and use it.
- What were the words you found?
- Let’s look more words!

	The students tell about their family members and describe them.
The students look at the picture and tell about the characters.
Listen how to play game and make team.
Get to know and answer about the questions.
Do listening game in team.

	Elicit

- How many family members do you have?

- Do they look same or different?

-Who has long hair in your family?

Demonstration

Teacher shows the family picture to the students.

- What do you see in the picture?

- How many people are there?

- Do they look same or different?
Instruction

Teacher introduces the family picture shortly then ask students about each characters’ appearances 

- This picture is the girl’s family. She has grandparents, parents, younger sister and brother. Also she has aunt, uncle and cousin.

- Look at the picture together.

ICQ

- Can you explain which boy is the girl’s brother?

- Which woman is the girl’s mother?
Demonstration

Teacher shows twelve different styles of people and explains about them.

Make the sentence about their appearances using adjectives together. 
- He has black hair and brown eyes.
- She has curly hair and hazel eyes.

- She has straight hair and fray eyes.
Instruction

Teacher shows the materials and explains it with the game.

- Let’s play a listening game. 

- We need to divide into 2 teams. We are seven here now. So I am going to get in a team then we could get 8 members to play the game.

- Four people are team A and the other team is B. I am including team B.

- I put just 6 characters on the board.

-  One person from the each team comes out and play rock, scissors, paper together.
- The one who won the play throws the dice.

- If the one got 3 of dice he or she will explain about the number of character quietly.

- Use this hole to transmit next person to the last person  
- When the last person heard about the character go and pick the character then the team could get the point.

- Please sit front seat who takes first turn then exchange again for next turn too.
ICQ

- Are you able to speak loud when you transmit to other? No
- Can you just tell the number to the next person? No

- What does the last person do when he or she heard about the character? Come out and pick up the character.

Run the Activity

Teacher and the student play the game together.
- Let’s start. One person come out and play rock, scissors, paper.

Transition

- Now your ears are opening so I think you are ready for the listen dialogues

	The students listen carefully and guess what is situation.
Students try to make clue in the blank and compare with the partner.
The students read each sentences in the dialogue and choose just one part then practice with partners.
	Warn up
Without any explanation about the story, teacher plays the audio CD once and the students listen carefully for guessing with the partners.

- Listen carefully and think what situation is it?
Demonstration

Show the cloze worksheets and give the papers for each student to make their own clue then share it with partner.
- Listen carefully and fill it in the blank.

- After finished you could compare it with your partner.
ICQ

What do we do now? Listen dialogues

When do you guess with partner? While you are listening or after finish listening? After
Run the Activity

(1. Listen and fill in the blank)
Teacher plays the CD twice for the student to listen. The students have to fill in the blank.

- It is time to listen and make clue in the blank.
After finished the students’ worksheets teacher pick one student who got all right answers and the student could tell it for other classmates.
- Please come out and tell your answer to classmates. The other students could check you got right answer or not.
(2. Role play for 2 students.)
Instructions

Teacher gives time to practice for the dialogue with the partner. After finished the practice, ask students to come out to the front and show other students that they practiced.
ICQ

- How many minutes do you practice? 5min
- Who is your partner?
Run the Activity

Play role play then show to other classmates

- Let’s do it with your partner

- Who want to show it to the other friends?

Transition

Run the Activity

Error Correction
