	Materials:
1) ‘LOVE’ word card using dots
2) 26 alphabets of Braille
3) Empty Braille papers for making student’s name. 
4) Pictures that have Braille in it.
5) Write 2 words of Braille (poke, light) on the board
6) 7 copies of the article
7) 7 copies of worksheet
8) Audio CD and CD-player
9) Tapes and marker


	Main Aim:

The students will improve their reading skills and learn new words from the story.
Secondary Aim:
The students will know about reading dots that different style of reading and learn how to read it.
Personal Aim:
I need to improve my confidence while I am talking to students and make less errors at that time



	Language Skills:

Listening: The students listen the story before they read the article.
Speaking: The students guess words and tell about it.

Reading: The students read the article about reading dots.
Writing: The students write their names using dots

	Language Systems:
· Phonology: Read loudly each sentence.
· Lexis: Vocabularies related to the article (poke, light..)
· Grammar: Past simple tense (became, were, needed..)
· Function: Asking the students what dots’ meaning and identify them.
· Discourse: Conversation about their ideas.


	Assumptions:
· The students learned about past simple tense.
· The students know about Helen Keller’s story.
· The students are good at reading and listening more that speaking.
· The students could understand about the article but just need to know only few words.


	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:
· If students had hard time to find the dots meaning - teacher show the answer after working time.
· Teacher forgot to bring words dots card – teacher could draw dots on the board.

- I love you guys!

Demonstration

Teacher shows some Braille pictures to the students.
- You can find some Braille in the picture also can see somewhere in your life then you could know what is it from now on.
Transition
Teacher shows 26 alphabets of Braille.

- Do you want to see all the alphabets of dots?

	Motivate
- Do you want to make your name using Braille?

Warm up

Teacher gives 26 alphabet dots and empty Braille paper to the students. Then explain about each paper.

- You can make the letters of your name in empty Braille paper.

- Fill the circles with your pen. 

ICQ

- How many dots for just one letter needs? Six

- Actually we should poke the dots for blind people in real situation but now we could see so are we poke or just coloring in the dots? Coloring
Run the Activity 1

Make the student’s name and compare with the partner.
Presentation
- Here are some words I made. Can you find the letters in Braille and tell me what are they?

Warm up
Teacher gives some words that using Braille and guess together. (poke, light)

- If you poke someone or something, you quickly push them with your finger or with a sharp object.

- Something that is light does not weigh very much or weights less than you would expect it to.(ant. heavy)

CCQ

- What is that mean ‘poke’? Push quickly
- Is it good action to poke other people? No

- What is opposite word ‘light’? Heavy
