Materials:
- 1 audio clip about the song of the scene
- 1 audio with only B.G.M of the scene for group presentation
- 1 picture(pic #1), 1 mask and 1 cape for topic
- 5 pictures for summarizing vocabulary(pic #2~6)
- 3 copies of 5 word cards of key vocabularies(card #1~5)
- 3 chairs for vocabulary game
- 9 copies of main idea worksheets(worksheet #1)
- 9 copies of details worksheets(worksheet #2)
- 9 copies of guide line worksheets(worksheet #3)
- Laptop computer and speaker or audio system
- A whiteboard and markers

 

Aims:
- Students will learn vocabularies and expressions regarding the topic by vocabulary game.
- Students will understand the general situation of the scene by listening to the audio.
- Students will be able to pick up the details by answering details on worksheet.
- Students will practice listening and speaking by discussing with their groups and make a presentation. 
Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to audio clip of the scene and other students’ presentation
- Reading: reading worksheets
- Speaking: discuss with their group members, practicing the scene of play and making presentation.
- Writing: writing on worksheets and homework.
Language Systems:
- Lexis: vocabularies related to today’s topic(wide-eyed fears, daylight, summertime, shelter, solitude)

- Function: the proper use of five main words in particular situation

- Discourse: communication with other classmates 
 

Assumptions about Students:
- Students all know and seen ‘The Phantom of the Opera’.

- Students will be interest about listening and learning music.
- Students are good at reading and writing, listening but feel nervous to speak English.

- Students are intermediate level.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- Among the groups one hasn’t been much progress during the vocabulary game, they can switch the explainer(who expresses the word with body).
- If students are not able to follow the passage of song because of speed, let them listen to the song in slower speed.
- Making 3teams(3person each) of the presentation, two could be an actor and one can be the director of their play.

- If the presentation took long time than expected, the scene could be divided in three parts for each group.

	Before we listen to the music, we should check some new words.
<pic #2> Look at this picture.
Can you see a dog? What does this dog looks like? Seems happy? Hungry? 
How about the dos eyes? What can you feel through his eyes?

Maybe the dog seems kind of afraid, fearful.
If someone opens their eyes big in a fearful situation, you can call it ‘wide-eyed fears’.

Say after me, ‘wide-eyed fears’.

<pic #3> Now look at this picture.

What this picture looks like?

You can see the sun, clouds and…? Right!! The light. Sun is shining in day time. Yes, we call it ‘daylight’. But in this song, it has a little different meaning. 

What can you feel in this picture? Isn’t it looks very warm? Yes, the word ‘daylight’ in this song means warm sunshine. So it can even dry your tears.
Say it together, ‘daylight’.
<pic #4> How about this picture?

Can you see the couple? They seem happy, aren’t they? Also the picture looks beautiful. What’s the weather? Summer! Yes, this picture is about ‘summertime’. What do you feel about summertime or summer vacation? 

In this song it means, really beautiful story such as summertime.
Follow after me, ‘summertime’.

<pic #5> Did you saw this scene before?

This picture is a scene of the movie Notting Hill. They get married and have a baby. They became a family. What do you feel about family and the members of your family? Aren’t they makes you comfortable? Yes. And also they make you feel restful. We call it ‘shelter’.
Say after me, ‘shelter’.

<pic #6> How about this man?

Does he look happy? No. He looks worried and lonely. Yes! Maybe he feels loneliness. Loneliness has a same meaning with ‘solitude’. In this song ‘solitude’ means dark and gloomy loneliness.
Say it together, ‘solitude’.

Now, we’re going to do a vocabulary game.
Instructions

You are going to do a speed game in a group. 3people becomes one group. And the group that guesses 5words correctly and raises hands fastest wins.

Demonstration
These are five word cards that we just reviewed. One member in the group hold this cards randomly behind the guesser. Guesser sits on the chair, watch the expresser and guess the 5words. Last member of the groups’ going to express the word with body.
