Materials:
- 1 box, 1 doll, 2 desks
- 1 copy of flash cards (flash card #1~8)

- 1 copy of direction cards (direction card #1~8)
- 7 copies of work sheets (worksheet #1~3)
- 7 copies of grape card

- 1 video clip
- Some stickers

- A screen and projector, computer, speaker
- A whiteboard and markers

 

Aims:
- Ss will learn prepositions of place(in, on, under, next to). 
- The video clip will help Ss to understand better.
- Ss will and get use to prepositions of place by doing speed game.

- Ss will be able to practice more about prepositions of place by doing worksheets.
- Ss should not feel boring about learning grammar.
Instructor’s Aim:
- Keep encourage Ss, so they can feel grammar is not difficult and also it’s fun.
Language Skills:
- Listening: listening to video clip.
- Reading: reading worksheets.
- Speaking: playing speed game.
- Writing: writing on worksheets and homework.
Language Systems:
- Lexis: vocabularies related to today’s exercises.
- Phonology: learn through watching video clip.
- Function: the proper use of ‘in, on, under, next to’ in particular situation

- Discourse: communication with teacher and other classmates
- Grammar: prepositions of place (in, on, under, next to) 
 

Assumptions about Students:
- Ss already know about vocabularies on the worksheets.
- Ss will be interest about listening and learning music.
- Ss are the very first time to learn prepositions of place.
- Ss like to play games.

- Ss feel more interest when they see actual things
(such as; video, realia).
- Ss can’t do worksheets by their selves.
(but they can do homework with their parents)
- Ss already know about getting points on their grape card.
 

Possible Problems and Solutions:
- They don’t have explains about ‘next to’ in the video clip, 

so T has to explain it with realia.
- If time is enough, do all worksheets(#1~3) and give them other homework.
- If they don’t understand the explanation, show them realia and also slow down the speed of talking.

“Let’s watch the video!!”
“Let’s follow the song!!”(T sings together)
CCQ
1. Can you show me, ‘on’(with realia)?
2. Can you show me, ‘in’(with realia)?
3. Can you show me, ‘under’(with realia)?
4. Can you show me, ‘next to’(with realia)?

Monitor
(Monitor students distantly, follow the song together and also keep encourage their interests.)
Feedback
“Was it fun? You did very good job! Amazing!!”
(Should listen and repeat again if they don’t get it.)


 Main Activity: Speed games
 Material: flash card #1~8, stickers

	Instructions

“We are going to do a fun game!”
“I’m going to give you a sentence.”
“Find the correct picture on the desk.”
“Pick it up really fast.”
“The person who picks up the right picture gets a sticker!! Ready to get points?”
Demonstration
“If I say ‘D is next to E’, you can pick……”
(let them choose the right picture)
ICQ
1. When I give you a sentence, what do you have to do? (pick up the right picture)
2. Fast? Or slow? (fast)

“Ok! Let’s have some fun!”
(after first game)“Let’s do it one more time!”
Feedback
You did a great job!

(give them feedback of each pictures again)

“Now we are going to do some worksheets!”
Hand out Worksheet(worksheet #1)
Demonstration
“Let’s do it together!” 

(read the questions and figure it out with Ss. But still give them chances to answer the questions.)

CCQ
1. (name), do you think it is the right answer?
Feedback
You did a great job! Amazing!!

(Do worksheet #2 and #3. If you don’t have enough time, give them #3 for homework.)

Closing
“Today, we learned about ‘on, in, under, next to’. I’m really happy you did great job!! See you next time!”
