	Aims:

· Students will practice learning what employee at the store wants from customers by listening to the sample conversations.
· Students will practice to recognize and read shopping advertisements by listening to the advertisement from a mall. 
· Students will practice to do shopping by acting play.
· Students will practice shopping terms by writing shopping vocab worksheet

	Language Skills:

Listening:
Students will develop listening skills by listening to shopping conversation from audio file
Speaking:
Students will practice speaking by role play
Reading:
Students will practice reading by doing their lexis worksheet
Writing:
Students will practice writing by fill out blanks on the cartoon worksheet

Functions:
Students will learn how to ask. They will learn how to make sentences to ASK. 

	Assumptions:

· Students are familiar with Shopping subject
· Students are planning to go shopping on English speaking countries
· Students enjoy to shop in their L1

· Students have been shop at clothing store by themselves

· Students want to learn how to shop
· Students are be able to listen and speak in English with dialogues given to them.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students have not been to shop at department type question, make other student to explain in front of the class about shopping.
· If time is not enough to do all the activities(cartoon explaining, audio files repeating, exercise role plays, finishing worksheets), take role plays as next class’s assignment.
· If time is not enough for doing all the activities, make worksheets as homework project.

· If students need more time to practice role play, make pairs to join as a group of four students and to the play.

· If a student absent for the day, make groups of 3 for one team and make pairs
· If the lesson is short of time, SOS plan is to give out a project to write an advertisement script for radio broadcast

	Teacher will be ready with the picture posted on the board.
Teacher will ask students for any related words about the picture.
Teacher will play an audio file of advertisement.

	Notes:

· Make sure students can hear the audio files well. There should be no talking during audio-listening.
· Make sure students are not taking notes during audio-listen to concentrate students attention on listening only.

	Students will listen to the audio file of conversation at the store and will be asked to answer for the questions from an employee at the store.
Students will be asked to give answer for the questions on the boards.

Students will be asked to answer the concept checking questions about the words from the vocab worksheet
	Teacher will stop the audio file occasionally to ask for the question given from the audio file.
Teacher will write down phrases from the audio file on the white board and ask students what kind of answers can be made from the questions.

Give out vocab worksheet and do eliciting with some of the vocabulary shown from the worksheet

	Notes:

If Students does not follow well, let them shout out brand names of their current apparels.

If a student is not participating well, ask them for some easy questions.
