· Cookie dough for 400g, 15 aprons, 15chef cap, cookie dough, disposable gloves, plastic dishes, 
· Pen and paper for name tag of cookies

· Music player

· Music mp3: ‘Time to sing a hello’ ‘cookie crumble’ for BGM,’Bye Bye Bye’.

· Story telling book ‘ May I Please Have a Cookie?’
· Story map

· Word flash card : cookie, big, wig, jar, may, cookie,way
· Velcro board or Velcro apron

	Aims:

· To get students have first hand experience baking cookie.
· To help students focus on class by first hand experience relevant to main theme. 
· To help students to memorize what they learn about in class longer. 

	Language Skills:

· Listening: mp3 ‘Cookie crumble’, storytelling, instruction during making and baking cookies.
· Speaking : Q & A time as a warmer before baking cookie and after storytelling
· Reading: the scripts during the storytelling and word flash card
· Writing: name tag for cookies

	Language Systems:

· Phonology: the different pronunciation of consonant, ‘m’ and ‘d’. 
· Lexis: learn about terminology of baking such as dough, cookie, dish
· Grammar: simple present tense, simple past tense, 
· Function and Discourse: statements and question.

	Assumptions:

· Students might focus on baking than learning about the use of ‘May’
· New vocabularies could less get attention from students.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Students get distracted by baking cookies during storytelling. In order to get attention, teachers need to overact and put some attractive and funny accessories on.

· Teachers should speak very slowly with easy vocabularies appropriating for students’ level.

	Title: 

What do we need to make cookies?
	Aims:

· To introduce ingredients to make cookies 
· To give students opportunities to experience different feeling of flour and dough
· To listen to teacher’s instruction and comprehend the class objectives.

	Materials: 
Apron, chef cap, cookie dough, disposable gloves, plastic dishes, music play, mp3 ‘Time to sing a hello’

	· Put a name card on.
· Greet and hug each other
· Look over new vocabularies:cookie, big, wig, jar, may, cookie,way
· Write their own name and ‘cookie’ to get back their cookies after baking.
	· Greeting 
· Sing a greeting song, ‘Time to sing a hello’
· Ask questions about cookies and their preference. 
· Briefly explain about the difference between flour and dough

	Notes:

· Teachers prepare dough for students only and a cup of flour for explanation to show the difference between two items.
· Emphasize a specific vocabulary, ‘May’.
· Check food allergy for students.

· Cookie ingredients will vary depending on students’ preference or allergy.


	Task Preparation or Presentation

	Title:
Let’s make my own cookies!

	Aims:

To cooperate with partner and learn about the change from dough to cookie.
	Materials: 

Apron, chef cap, cookie dough, disposable gloves, plastic dishes, chocolate chips,music player, mp3 ‘cookie crumble’ for BGM

	Pairs 
	· Create students their own cookie and decorate it with chocolate chip 
· Discuss the feelings about the dough.
	· Require a specific number of chocolate chips for decorating cookie. 

· Let students count the number of chocolate chips.



	Notes:

· In the process, students can listen to the specific number and count the number.
· Just after putting the cookies into the oven, ask some questions about how to get a cookie at home. 

· Play the music during cooking procedure because amend atmosphere might make young students feel bored.

· The song, ‘cookie crumble’, can remind students of a certain vocabulary and what they are doing.

	Title:

	Aims:

· To learn about good manner for asking

· To comprehend the importance of intonation and discourse.
To differentiate pronunciation of ‘M’ from that of ‘D. 
	Materials: 

· Story telling book ‘ May I Please Have a Cookie?’
· Word flash card : May , Day
· Velcro board or Velcro apron

· Try to describe the picture on each page slowly and articulately. 

· Give enough time to think and wait for feedback from the students.
· It takes 15 minutes for baking cookies. But, it still need more time for cooling. Thus, 25 minutes is perfect time for storytelling.

‘May’ is a magic word.

· To understand the whole story of the book 
· To remember relevancy experience by making cookies

· To synchronize the main character in the book and students themselves.
