· Computer (with Internet) hooked up to a projector.
· Video clip(Drama “Modern Family”)
· 10 copies of the dictation worksheet for each student.

· 10 Copies for matching between idiom and meaning.

· Paper for students to use for creating their role play.
· Sketch book to practice speed game.

	Aims: 
· Students will be able to hear idioms by complete worksheet#!..
· Students will be able to infer the meaning of idioms by listening the dialogues and matching the cards between idioms and their meanings.

· Students will be able to use appropriate expressions while doing a role play.
· Students will be able to use idioms in their daily life.

	Language Skills:

Listening: Students will listen to a short video clip from the drama  “Modern Family” to practice bottom-up listening skills 
Speaking: Students will discuss with their partners to make a dialogue. Students will explain the meaning of idioms.
Reading: They should read the dictation worksheet and matching worksheet.
Writing: They will write the dialogue while listening to the video clip, They should make the dialogue.

	Language Systems:

Phonology: Listening to the pronunciation in the video clip.
Lexis: Idioms used in dramas (We dropped the ball, This is going to be your sport, It’s probably just butterflies, Can’t you just move on?)
Grammar: Recognize the past, present, future tense used throughout the video clip
Discourse: Discussion with their partner to make a dialogue and explanation about the meaning of idioms.
Functions: Discussing the meaning of idioms in groups, expressing their ideas to make a dialogue.

	Assumptions:

· Students have already seen the drama “modern family”.
· Students might already know meaning of idioms in the video clip from other media.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Students might have difficulty understanding the story of the drama. Play the video one more time.

· The computer may malfunction. Read the script yourself.

· Students might have difficulty to make a dialogue. Provide the dialogue example.

· Some students might be shy to demonstrate their role play. Encourage them to speak out, give/act an example myself.

Divide students into groups of 2 or 3 and tell them to discuss the meaning of idioms.
Ask students to match the meanings and idioms to complete worksheet#2
Monitor the students and give some advice.

If they have a question, I answer their questions.

Play the video clip one more time.
Discuss with students about the meaning of idioms and explain the meaning of idioms.
