	Main Aims:

· Students will practice English reading skills using authentic materials.
Secondary Aims:

· Students will exercise the new and appropriate vocabulary related to tourist attraction and historic sites.
Personal Aims:

· Students can make students feel competent in introducing tourist attraction and historic sites to foreigners in English.

	Language Skills:

· Listening:students’ reading, role-play, and teacher’s eliciting questions about new vocabulary
· Speaking:role-play and reading out the handouts in front of the classmates.
· Reading:Handout-1 and 2.
· Writing: the writing assignment for tour attraction what the students would like to introduce to foreigners

	Language Systems:

· Phonology:the different pronunciation of consonant between ‘r’ and ‘l’

· Whenever, the students finish the given paragraph, ask the question what the paragraph is about.
· Point out one student or ask volunteer.

· Hand over the handout-2 to the students in front of the class.
· Let the student read handout-2, clearly and slowly.
· Ask the students to match the specific tourist attraction or historic spot asked by the student reading handout-2.

· Teaches prepare the interesting or symbolic realia for a tourist guide role.

Changgyeonggung Palace

Gyeongbokgung Palace is the most prominent of Seoul’s royal palaces thanks to its commanding location in the downtown GwangHwamun neighborhood. The palace has a tumultuous past. It was fist built in 1394 by King TaeJo, the founder of the Joseon Dynasty, as the nerve center of the new royal capital of Hanseong(now known as Seoul). It was, along with the Jongmyo Shrine and several other major altars, one of the first structures built in the new capital, and its location at the southern foot of Mt. Bugaksa was carefully determined by the principles of feng shui. 
Changgyeonggung Palace

Changdeokgung palace is its most beautiful. A UNESCO World Heritage Site, Cheangdeokgung is the epitome of Korean traditional architecture, its structures striking a fine balance with the natural landscape. The most beautiful part of the palace, however, is its rear garden, or Huwon, widely regarded as the finest example of Korean traditional gardening. Construction of Changdeokgung began in 1405 and completed in 1412. It was burnt to the ground during the Japanese invasions of 1592-1598, but unlike Gyeongbokgung, it was rebuilt after war for use as the royal residence. 


	Changgyeonggung Palace

Changguenggung Palace has a rather odd history. It was originally built in 1484 as a retirement home for a former king. The place was torched during the Japanese invasions of 1592-1598, and rebuilt in 1616. In 1907, when Emperor Sunjong moved from Deoksungung Palace to Changdeokgung, Changgyeonggung Palace was turned into a park, complete with a zoo and botanical garden. This “parkification”was completed by the Japanese in 1910, when they remanted the palce from Changgyeonggung to Changgyeongwon and opened it to the general public. In 1983, the zoo was removed and the compound restored to “palace” status. But it still feels like a park, and the botanical garden is still there.

	Gyeongbokgung Palace

The oldest and grandest of Seoul’s royal palaces, Gyeonbokgung Palace is a masterpiece of Korean traditional architecture and one of Seoul’s most visited locations. It is also home to the National Palace Museum and National Folk Museum. 

Changdeokgung Palace

Changdeokgung served as the main palace for many Joseon kings, and it the best preserved among the five royal palaces of the Joseon Dynasty. The palace’s beautiful garden is well known for being in perfect harmony with its natural surroundings. 


	Changgyeonggung Palace

Changgyeonggung Palace was the first built by King Sejong the Great(1418-1450) for his retireing father, King Taejong, and was often used as residential quarters for queens and concubines. During the reign of King Seongjong, the palace was renovated and renamed to Changggyeonggung. Unfortunately, it was turned into a park with a zoon and a botanical garden during the Japanese colonial rule. Later the zoo was moved to an alternate location and the palace regained its former grace in the 1980’s after years of restoration. It is unique in that its front gate and throne hall face east while those in all the other palaces face south.
