Change is the key to success. 

- From being a good skilled teacher to a Excellent Teacher.  
 When I was 12 years old, I had good opportunity to study in America with my aunt's assistant. Although I stayed only one year, I had very meaningful time and learned a lot of experience throughout my hole life. At this age in Korea, most of the student have learned English from middle school. According, I didn't got any a head start in learning before I went Abroad. I have entered general elementary school. I had very hard time following the lesson since I was a beginner but I got improved a lot in a short time with help of the teacher and my friends. 
 I had a class as usual. One day, The teacher was teaching about the "flag" and gave us some group work. I did not know what the "flag" means and of course I didn't know what I should do. The teacher asked my partner to show the flag and explain what it is. So, we went out to the schoolyard and learned "flag" looking at it. He explained to me " It is the flag. Can you see it moving? " I have learned and never forgot this word from that time on. I learned English by watching it and hearing it using my senses. This is my first enlightenment that English is not difficult to learn.
