<Eliciting and Prediction>

(Pointing the poster on the top of the board.)

Who are these people?
(Belle, the beast, teapot, teacup, clock…etc.)
What is this the tile of this movie?

(The beauty and the beast)

How is she?

(Beautiful, kind, cute…etc.)

Yes, she’s absolutely beautiful and one of her strength is her kindness. 

(write “She is kind.” On the board)

She is kind.

This is our topic today and we will talk about these,
“She” and “is”.

We call this word a subjective pronoun.

Please repeat after me.

Subjective pronoun.

(Ss repeat)

(underline ‘is’)

And we call this word a be-verb.

Please repeat after me.

Be-verb.

(Ss repeat)

What is a subjective pronoun?

Let’s take a look at worksheet #1, and read the first sentence out loud.

A subjective pronoun is a personal pronoun that is used as the subject of a verb.
The subject pronouns are I, you, he, she, it, we, and they.
Great.
Read the second one please.
Be-verb is a verb shows action or a state of being.
A be verb must matches subjects.
Negative sentences need ‘not' after the verb.
These are just definitions of the grammar terms and  we will figure out by practicing the sample sentences and you will get what these are at the end of this class.

(put the pronouns + be verb table on the board)

Look at the time table, please.
We’ve already studied singular and plural.

The left side of the table is singular.

The right side of the table is plural.

I, you, he, she, and it are pronouns, and they are all singulars.

Am, and is are be-verbs, and they are all singulars.

We, you, and they are pronouns, and they are all plurals.

And we always use ‘are’ for the plural pronouns.

Now I want you to work on worksheet page 2 in pairs.

Aims: 


SWBAT explain what a pronoun is.   


SWBAT complete the sentence with subject pronouns.


SWBAT complete the sentence with ‘Be-verbs”.





Language Skills:


Reading: Reading the instruction on the worksheets and white board.


Writing: Writing the sentence with subject pronouns and Be-verbs.


Listening: Listening to teacher’s instruction/demonstration/classmates’ idea.


Speaking: Participating in an activity, sharing ideas in a group. 





Language Systems:


Function: Proper use of Subject pronouns + Be-verbs.


Discourse: Interaction with their own group through post-activity.

Assumptions:
