	Materials:

- CD player & Listening CD
- Board & Marker (to write the vocabulary)
- Pieces of paper

	Aims:

- Students will practice how to catch the vocabularies related to the sports game and learn grammar which sports you can put “play” or cannot. They catch the vocabularies by listening and discuss within groups. They do the fun activity and check the vocabulary list and recognize the rule of this activity in the end.

	Language Skills:

Listening:      CD playing, Other students talk about their experiences.
Speaking:
Discussing, Comparing answers within groups, Speech their own story related to sports game.
Reading:
Vocabulary list.
Writing:
Students write the vocabularies on the board.

	Language Systems:

Phonology:
How to pronounce Judo, Canoe, Archery.
Lexis:

Vocabularies: Judo, Canoe, Archery. 
Grammar:     Which sports you should put “play” or cannot.
Discourse:
The target language is related to the sports vocabularies.
Functions:
Discussing, Collecting, Dividing, Selecting, Listening and Answering.

	Assumptions:

- Most of students have the experience of playing sports.

- Listening script has many vocabularies related to the sports game.

- Some vocabularies should be used with “play” and the rest cannot be used with “play”. 
- Some vocabularies might be confusing to pronounce for the students. So they might miss some vocabularies while listening.

- In the end students can recognize the rule of this activity (Most sports using ball can put “play”).

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

- Students may miss the most of vocabularies. → Probably speaker in CD speaks a little bit fast or difficult. Then do the chunk listening (play-pause-play-pause).  In the end the vocabulary list will be given after activity and students will check.

To prepare for the main task, students bring up their schemata. Talk about experiences of playing sports.

	Task Realization

	Title:

Move to the vocabulary.
	Aims:

To practice how to catch the vocabularies by listening with a fun motion.
	Materials: 

- CD player, Listening CD, Board, Marker, Pieces of paper.

	Groups of 4

	- Seat separate to 2 groups. (4 each)
First listening time:
- Listen to CD and catching the vocabularies of sports games.
- While students are listening, they can write a memo on the paper individually.
- One group catches the sports games use with “play” and the other catches the sports games that don’t use “play”.

- After listening, each group shares what they listened and collects opinions.
-Students divide the vocabularies they collected to two categories. One is the sports used with “play” (e.g., play baseball, play polo), the other is the sports that don’t use “play” (e.g., canoeing, swimming).
- Each group creates a motion (e.g., raising hands, stand up for a second). It can be funny.
Second listening time:
- Every time speaker says the vocabularies that each group collected, at the same time one group makes their motion to the sports games use with “play” and the other makes their motion to the sports games that don’t use “play”.
- Each group and teacher can check the difference between 2 groups and whether they picked the proper vocabularies.
- After second listening, one student of each group goes forward to the board and writes down what they caught from listening (One writes to the “play + sports” side and the other writes on the “no play” side on the board).
- Everyone checks the vocabularies two groups wrote on the board.

	- Play CD.
- Give students time to discuss.

- Separate progress by chunking (e.g., playing CD – giving a time to discuss – mentioning making motion).


	Notes:

- Plan B: Teacher prepares the papers of the listening script and she reads that to the students in case of there are no materials prepared.
- If most students couldn’t listen well and catch the vocabularies, play CD one more time and give them a hint.


	Post Task

	Title:

Checking the handout.
	Aims:

To learn which sports can go with “play” or cannot. Students check it out on the handout and they listen to CD again then they can find the vocabularies they missed to catch.
	Materials: 

- Handout, CD player, Listening CD.

	8 mins
	Whole class

	- Check the handout and compare to what they’ve written down on the board.
- Listen to CD for the last time and double-check with teacher’s help (It should be the chunk. e.g., play – pause and check – play – pause and check).
- They can recognize the rule of this activity by discussing within the group (Most sports using ball can put “play”).

- Students can find the vocabularies that they couldn’t listen before. In the end, they can learn how to pronounce the vocabularies by listening. Not only how to spell them.
	- Give the handout.
- Play CD and help students.
- Elicit to find the rule of this activity from the students.

	Notes:

- If the students cannot find the rule, teacher can help them to think and lead them.
