· Students will practice listening drill through 3different ways of listening(without description, with description, with teacher)

· Students will be able to understand what the story is about by 4times of listening
· Students will have a chance to learn vocabulary about our body and 5senses,also new words from the book by filling out the worksheets

	Language Skills:

Listening: Listening to the story with 4steps(listen-pause-think-listen again and check with teacher), Listening to teacher’s direction

Speaking: discussing with other students, answering teacher’s questions
Reading: reading the worksheets
Writing: writing the answers on worksheets

	Language Systems:

Phonology: pronunciation of new vocabulary(strange, pond, find out, set out, pillar, spear, cliff, something, nothing)
Lexis:
