Ss responds and T confirms or corrects. T puts the visual 

aid in view where it will stay for the remainder of the 

lesson, unless it is used for further discussion/checking.
T: “Today, we will talk about animals. We will also 

learn about comparatives and superlatives”
T writes the topic and language points on the board. 
Ok. Good. On the weekend, I saw a movie with my 
younger sister.

What is this? (A turtle). Good. Then who is faster a rabbit or a turtle? Now who can tell me what is the name of this bird? ( A swan). What about this? (A koala). Then who is more beautiful a swan or a koala? (A swan) Very good. Please keep in mind that we say more beautiful not beautifuler. Do you know other adjectives than have the same meaning as beautiful? ( attractive , pretty) very good. Can we say prettier ? 

CCQ: What is faster? A turtle or a rabbit? ( A rabbit ) 
What is the slowest ? A turtle or a snail? ( A snail ) 

Lexis: Eliciting the words. 

We have seen that slow is the opposite of fast. Can you tell me the opposite of beautiful? Ugly. Write it on the board.

Write on the board : A is ugly, B is uglier, C is the ugliest

What about the synonym of beautiful? ( pretty and attractive) .

Aims: 


SWBAT distinguish between adjectives that take + er form (fast+er=faster) and others that take more+ adjective form (more beautiful) by listening to the song, the dialogue and writing about their families.


SWBAT list the names of some animals including birds and compare them as well as some adjectives, their synonyms and opposites through dialogues and eliciting.





Language Skills:


Reading: Read the song’s lyrics & the dialogue that contain comparatives and superlatives.


Writing: filling the blanks and write about their families


Listening: Listen to the teacher’s instructions, the song and the dialogue


Speaking: Share sentences containing comparatives and superlatives with the class





Language Systems:


Grammar: learn to formulate comparatives and superlatives via the song and the dialogue


Function: learn how comparatives change according to the subject of the sentence. A lion is faster than a zebra and slower than a cheetah.


Discourse: learn how comparatives change according to sentences they are in. A cheetah is the fastest in the jungle but it is slower than a car …


Lexis: learning new vocabulary about animals & forms of comparatives& superlatives


Phonology: listening to the forms of comparatives and superlatives 








Assumptions:


Students can already express their ideas in English.


Students know the teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the class.


 








Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


-The students may still be confused about when to use adjective + er or more+_ adjective. The teacher will give more examples and elicit some from other students.


-The post activity may finish earlier than expected. The teacher will ask students to elaborate more on their sentences.


-If time is short, reduce the number of students sharing their opinions.
