	Aims:
– Students will be able to improve their listening skills by song.

– Students will be able to acquire several idioms by pre-teaching. 
– Students will be able to improve their language skills by sharing their idea.

	Language Skills:

Listening: Students improve their listening skills while they listen to the song.
Speaking: Students speak their idea and sing along.
Reading: Students can read the lyric while they watch and listen.
Writing: students should fill in the blanks while listening.

	Language Systems:

Phonology: The sound 
Lexis: Vocabulary and idioms in the song
Grammar: Rule for of a direct object with two-word verbs

Q: I’ll give you a situation. I’m so depressed to break up with my boyfriend, so I’m in the mood for sad melody. Can you guess what I want to do? 
- CCQ 

Q: Can you make what mood for you are in now?

 - Pre teaching new idioms : turn somebody on
 Q: For example, I’m very interested in jazz. 
 jazz really turn me on. Can you guess?
- CCQ 

Q: Can you make your sentence by using turn somebody on?
- grammar rule: Direct object with two-word verbs
If the two-word verb is separable, the direct object may come between the verb and its particle.
  However, separation is necessary when the direct object is a noun.
