	Aims:

-To debate about should Korean teens be allowed to drive at 16.
-Improve Ss speaking skills by critical thinking and sharing that idea.
-To learn how to deliver your material in a confident and persuasive way.

	Language Skills:

Speaking: The Ss will practice debating/arguing skills and general eloquence. 
Listening: Ss will be watching and listening to the video and listening to their classmates share their points.

Reading: Ss will read out their arguments.
Writing: Ss will write down their thoughts and classmates arguments down. 

	Language Systems:

Discourse: Ongoing arguments proving that their side is right.
Functions: Presenting Ss’ own ideas of ‘Should teens be allowed to drive at a young age’.
Phonology: Talking to other Ss about their idea of teens driving. 
Lexis: Learning effective vocabulary when debating. 
Grammar: Practicing to formulate the sentences to prove their points.

	Assumptions:

-Since the Ss are young, most of them might not have any negative views about teens driving.

-Some Ss might not dive at all and have no idea of driving.
-Ss could have some experience in driving and they could bring out their own experience in debating.

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

-Ss might not have any idea of driving, so in groups other Ss that has the knowledge on driving could give some idea to Ss that don’t have any idea.
