Travel to East Africa
One of East Africa’s major attractions is the chance to get ‘up close and personal with the wild life.

Remember, however, that the region’s animals are not tame and their actions are often unpredictable. Heed the warnings of guides and rangers when on safari and in safari camps and lodges, and seek the advice of knowledge locals before venturing off on your own.

Never get between a mother and her calves or cubs, and if you want good photos, invest in a telephoto lens instead of approaching an animal at close range.

Be particularly aware of the dangers posed by crocodiles and hippos-a quick dip in an isolated waterhole or a beckoning river can have greater consequences than you bargained for. Never leave children unattended, even for a moment, at camps in wildlife areas.
