	Materials:

· Whiteboard/Whiteboard markers/erasers
· Transcripts – appropriate to each group
· Readers’ context worksheets
· Viewers’ context worksheets 

· Pre-task Dialogue cards
· 3 video links/computer/audio
· 2 Flashlights

	Aims:

· Through reading, students will be asked to use context clues to close the information gap between what they think the scenario is vs. what it actually is. The text will be heavily based in the inquiry/command/arguing functions. (e.g. students read text aloud and discuss/guess how close they were to the actual video scene)
· Through reading, students will try to convey the emotion or feelings the movie actor is portraying.  (e.g. if dialogue is shown with anger, the student can try to emote anger as they read it)
· Students will practice language and vocabulary that can be used practically and beyond the classroom.  Some new phrases/vocabulary, noted by the teacher during task realization, may be introduced and defined/discussed together during the post task.



	Language Skills:

Reading:  Reading of the movie transcripts; comprehension of the transcripts’ context/scenario; showing emotion while reading
Speaking:  Speaking during discussion of pre/post task; questioning during task prep; discussion after video/reading in task realization; asking/answering teacher’s questions throughout
Writing:  Answering context sheets; new vocab/phrases used during post task
Listening:  Teacher’s elicitation; viewers listening to readers and vice versa

	Language Systems:

Functions:  Viewers will inquire to readers during task realization; readers will simulate feelings/commands while reading 

Discourse:  Will practice sentence relationship during comprehension of text; also during inquiry time during task realization
Lexis:  Will go over chosen vocab in the transcripts; also over interesting vocab written down by the teacher ( wanna, splinter, bondage, chips are down, ahead of the curve, leper)
Phonology:  Please see above examples used in Lexis
Grammar:  Using both the past/present/future continuous when reading transcripts

	Assumptions:

· Students will have a good understanding/skill to comprehend written text and how to emote dialogue
· Fairly high in all language skills and functions
· Comfortable with one another, can openly act/read in front of each other 

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

Makes mistakes phonetically, grammatically or uses incorrect vocab
    Solution:  teacher will take note, and address/explain/define during post task 
Students cannot fully comprehend dialogue/text
    Solution:  Teacher will talk with student one on one to elicit responses to further comprehension

SOS no lesson plan or materials/thrown into different advanced class:
·  Start with introductions; use the dialogue card warm-up; provide students with dialogue and use without video clips, ask comprehension questions and discuss what they think
Cut off Plan/Task finished too early:
·  If task is taking longer than expected, inform the students that we will continue the video discussion at a later date.

· If task is going along too quickly, or long lull during task, only elicit questions/responses

· Encourage students to emote/emphasize their dialogue to prepare them for the task realization.
· If student too shy to emote pick up remaining dialogue card and demonstrate yourself. This should help create a fun atmosphere.

	     (Transcript Comprehension)
· Each pair will read and go over their transcript. They will try to comprehend and answer context sheet as well.  They will also decide who will read appropriate parts.
    (Transcript Reading/Video Guessing)
· Each pair will come up front and read their transcript aloud. 
· Simultaneously, their scene will be playing behind them
· Viewing students will be able to hear readers AND view silent video
· Viewers will inquire how close the readers are to guessing their scene’s scenario
· Continue until out of time or all 3 groups have gone

	· When students are reviewing their transcripts, answer questions or help only if needed

· Turn off lights and hand readers flashlights
· Must give start and stop videos and give cue to readers to start 
· Video 1 – “I, Robot” (1:25 - 4:00)

· Video 2 – “Matrix” (1:16 - 3:46)

· Video 3 – “Dark Knight” (0:47 – 2:42)
· During video/group talk only participate if there is large lull in discussion
· Write notes/errors/interesting things that are said

Description:

· Introduce any keywords/vocabulary generated by the students during the Task Preparation or Task Realization.

	    (Discussion)
· Students will watch all 3 videos with audio
· Students will discuss how close they were to their audio and how their thoughts have changed in seeing them
    (Vocab/phrases)
· Students will discuss given phrases/vocab recorded by teacher
· Students will write down word/phrases of interest on their sheet if they choose to do so
    (Wrap –up)
    
	· Hand out Words/phrases of interest sheets
· Show videos with audio
· Only asks the initial questions pertaining to how they their thoughts have changed since watching videos.  Don’t speak too much and allow them to generate responses.
· Elicit answers/definitions of recorded phrases/vocab
· Congratulate students on job well done and inform them how they can use language outside of class


	Notes:

· Cut off Plan:  If running out of time ask the students to define the terms in the Hand out Words/phrases of interest sheet using an English-English dictionary for next class.
· Try to continue to elicit during group discussion and vocab/phrases/words of interest definition
