	Language Skills:

Writing: Ss will be writing their own sentences in their exercise book.

	Language Systems:

Lexis: Ss can learn new past tense words for example, ate, ran, bought, learnt and etc…
Grammar: Writing sentences with the past, present and future tense.
Phonology: Ss will practice pronouncing ‘w’ while saying ‘I would like to be…’ and ‘I will be doing…’
Discourse: Understanding the concept and sharing the idea with the class.
Functions: Reading out the sentences on the board and answering the questions that the teacher asks.
