	Materials:

· Whiteboard/Whiteboard markers/erasers
· Adverb Machines
· Subject/verb/adverb machine slides
· Adverb Machine Worksheets 
· Verb/Adverb dice
· Audio file of machine noises

	Aims:

· Students will learn about, or realize they already know about adverbs through TPR (e.g. will act out dice combo of clap + angrily)
· Using group dynamics students will be writing, reading, drawing and explaining students will have a chance to demonstrate their understanding of an adverb’s purpose (e.g. write/generate sentences using adverbs; reading the sentences and drawing out those sentences in a simple image)
· Students will have a chance to present and explain their generated sentences in a presentation format

	Language Skills:

Speaking:  During warmer when stating dice combo; during group work in TR; asking questions; presentation to class
Writing:  During TR students will write sentences generated by their adverb machines
Listening:  Teacher’s elicitation, group members’ schema/comments during task prep; listening to teacher’s ICQ’s and CCQ’s
Reading:  Students will read their generated sentences to the class, read the verb/adverb dice

	Language Systems:

Grammar:  Students will practice and learn about what an adverb is, how an adverb is used and where to place it within a sentence
Phonology:  Practice adding –ly to words to create adverbs and words used during Pre Task (e.g. angrily, sadly, joyfully, shyly, slowly, noisily)
Lexis:  See above words used in Phonology; T will try to elicit have students create new lexis of adverbs from words they already know (quiet-quietly, intelligent-intelligently)
Functions:  Students will answer questions presented by T; will discuss and converse during the slide fill in section of the TR
Discourse:  Students will practice their sentence relationship when generating their own sentences during TR, will also practice rapport during the group work section of TR and presentation in Post Task.

	Assumptions:

· Students will have a good concept of nouns and verbs and their purpose
· Have a medium level in English, can form simple sentences and practice simple discourse and presentations
· Comfortable with one another, can express opinions/schema with one another
· Can answer ICQ’s and CCQ’s generated by teacher

	Anticipated Errors and Solutions:

· Problems generating verbs/adverbs/subjects: Students may have a hard time generating during the TL
· Solution:  T will elicit and try to have students come up with their own words, can remind them of words used during the Pre Task
· Having hard time speaking during presentation: Students may have some difficulty with discourse during their presentations
·  Solution: If there is a long lull, ask CCQ’s about the students’ sentences and image to have them answer in front of the class
· Problems using TPR in Pre Task: Students may not know what the words mean during the Pre Task dice roll
·  Solution: Have other students show the action; if no one knows, teacher demonstrates action and students repeat.

·  Hand out another adverb machine worksheet and have students generate more sentences/pictures
Cut off Plan:

·  Teacher will make robot noises with mouth

· Through TPR students activate schema to act/speak out different actions 
· Students practice and act out adverbs without being told what an adverb actually is
· Through TPR repetition students put actions into long term memory

· Student will say aloud and act out what the two dice show (eg. jump, softly)

· Make sure all students participate and repeat

· T should be very enthusiastic to create fun atmosphere
· Make sure all students say their combination aloud

· Will answer ICQ’s to teacher’s instructions

	     (Subject/Verb/Adverb Generation)
· Within respective groups, students will come up with their own nouns/verbs/adverbs to put into their machine slots
     (Machine Operation/Sentence & Pic Generation)

· After sound stops students will have a noun/verb/adverb chosen
· Groups will then work together to create a simple sentence and draw a simple picture depicting the sentence
· Continue until 6 (microteaching 2-3) sentences and pictures are generated
· Continue until allotted time is finished

	· Only elicit if students are having a hard time generating nouns/verbs/adverbs
· Indicate which round you’re on before you start playing the machine noise
· Play machine noise clip and, T decides when to stop
· When S are generating sentences, only elicit
· Give positive feedback as they generate/draw pictures

· Keep and eye on time

	Notes:

· Answer any questions throughout TR
· Encourage students to talk with each other throughout TR
· T should to try elicit as much as possible without straight up giving answers

	Title:  Sentence Presentation
Description:

Groups will read aloud their sentences to the front of the class
	 Aims:

· To improve reading skills as they read their sentences aloud to the class
· To improve listening skills as they hear any ccq’s generated by students or T; to listen to T’s preview for the next class
· To allow students to explain their pictures in their own generated words
