	ASSUMPTIONS

	I assume that students may be familiar with the language being used, but have had little chance to practice the language orally.
I assume that the students will understand the meanings of the questions.
I assume that all learners will be strong enough speakers to engage actively in the class.

I assume that the learners will know most of the vocabulary required and only minimum clarification will be required.

	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	Problem: Students might have a problem with pronouncing and forming links between words in the utterances.
Solution: Repeat the utterances to offer a good natural model and drill the whole class to improve pronunciation and utterance formation.  Listen to production and correct pronunciation if required.
Problem: Students might have a problem understanding certain lexical terms.
Solution: Clarify meaning of troublesome lexi through the formation of concept questions.
Problem: Students might not have good discourse management skills, so are not able to talk for extended periods.
Solution: Pre-teach useful phases to scaffold their conversations.
Problem: The class is too quiet and there’s not enough interaction between the students. 
Solution:  Try a different seating arrangement.  Have all students seated around the table and generate some interest in a discussion.

	NOTES

	Plan B: If technical issues arise, a printout of the PPT. will be given in paper format.
Cut off: Remove the part of the lesson where students find a new partner and repeat the realization activity.
SOS Activity: The teacher divides the students into three different pairs, and one student will play the role of the judge. One member of the group will come to the front of the class to see a picture of an emotion. Then, they will return to their partner and describe it to them. That partner will draw the emotion on a piece of paper for a maximum of 2 minutes. The judge will then decide which pair has done the best job, and they will be awarded 1 point. This activity can continue for more rounds if there is more time available.
