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Someone who is really good at something does not always become a good teacher. 

Someone either who has a linguistic talent or who has long experience outside of Korea might not understand fully the barriers the students faced on when they study the language. I was not the one who has verbal intelligence and have only 2 years experiences in USA. I think I could feel empathy, which is the most important quality to be a good teacher, with the students based on my previous experiences. 

I wasn’t interested in English subject that much during my school years. I think that's because all the teaching approaches that I'd been taught were not perfectly fit on me. I would say that I was a kind of person who has logical/mathematical and musical intelligence, since the test score of mathematics were high in most cases and acquiring a language easily when I practice with songs. However, I've never been taught by mathematical approach at English class, and only remember a couple of classes with listening pop-songs.
Most English teachers at middle-school and high school in Korea were explainer type, so the teacher explained to students. Many mostly used visual materials for listening and reading skills and intrapersonal approach for writing skill. These limited approaches were certainly not helpful for the students to learn English. It might be effective when the students want to get high test score in the very short time, but for improving the students' English abilities in the long run, teaching method should be more diversified. The way to teach English from now on need to be break away from the traditional style. Teacher needs to be an involver and an enabler as much as being an explainer. In addition, teacher needs to help the students acquire English with integrated-skill approach.  
Even though English teacher was not my goal when I was an undergraduate, I wanted to improve my English ability and have experiences of living abroad. After trying to find many ways to go abroad, I had an opportunity to go to USA and study the University Academic courses. 

During 2 years experiences in USA, my English ability had been improved much more than over 10 years studying English in Korea. That was the most precious time in my life by learning English and having experience of American culture. I still would not say that I am fluent in English, but I feel listening and understanding got much better than before.  
 I realized how important the environment around me is when learning the language. I naturally adopted the language and the culture as everything I saw and everything I heard were all in English. This "natural" is the most important factor when acquiring the language. I want to try to make the natural environment when I become a teacher. 
There are two reasons why I want to be an English teacher, even though I currently have a job at a consulting company. First, I think that I'd like to fix the way to study to whom had long studied English in the wrong way just like I did before. Needless to say, speaking English very well while living in Korea would be a really challenging thing. Nevertheless, those who want to improve English skill should try to exposure themselves to the language as much as possible and be familiar with the language. I would like to use diverse teaching approaches obtaining from TESOL course. Second, since the most effective way to learn something is teaching it to others, I want to make my English ability get better by teaching others. Also, It would be able to motivate me by having a good rapport with my students.
