	AIMS 1.
	Students will be learning and exploring the information of how to use a Moka Express properly through reading its instructions.

	2.
	Students will be studying parts’ names of a Moka Express using guessing in its instructions. 

	3.
	Students will be practicing presentation of showing how to use a Moka Express by demonstrating in front of the class.                                              

	LANGUAGE SKILLS

	Reading
	Ss will read the specific instructions of how to use a coffeepot and what to concern when using it through the worksheets in the task-realization section.

	Writing
	Ss will learn part’s name of a coffeepot from instruction, and match & write those names with a picture of coffeepot on the worksheet in task-realization section. 

	Listening
	Ss will listen to T’s GQ & introduction about the main topic of the lesson in pre-task section, and listen to the instruction of what to read and how to apply it into the presentation in task-prep. section. Ss also will listen to others’ presentation of explaining how to use a coffeepot in task-realization section. 

	Speaking
	Ss will discuss the matching of parts’ name of a coffeepot when they work on the worksheet No.3 as a group, and speak loudly when reading out the instruction together. Also, some Ss will be asked to make presentation in front of the class. 

	LANGUAGE SYSTEMS

	Phonology
	When pre-teaching 3 vocab. (notch, abrasive, to prize), Ss will be asked repeating after T. 

	Lexis
	Parts’ name of Moka Express (Funnel shaped filter, boiler, tank, safety valve, etc.) 
Some key vocab. related to Moka Express usage (notch, abrasive, to prize) 

	Grammar
	Preposition in the sentences (underneath, in, on, with, of) 

	Discourse
	Cause and effect (We suggest washing the coffeepot only with water. Do not use steel wools, abrasive products or dish-washer. They could alter the surface of the material.)

	Functions
	 Instructions are to give information about proper using a Moka Express.

	ASSUMPTIONS

	- Coffee is a good authentic general topic that Ss get involved in easily. 
- Although Some Ss might not be interested in drinking coffee, but might be interested in the way that coffee’s produced with some basic scientific principle.

	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	  Ss may have some difficulties to comprehend the content well without acknowledging unfamiliar vocab., such as ‘notch’, ‘abrasive’, ‘to prize’. 

- T should pre-teach Ss those vocab. prior to task-realization procedure.

	NOTES

	· Plan B : T  additionally prepares more general and common transcript material entitled ‘what is ‘coffee’ made of?’, and  each group of Ss does presentation of summarizing script after reading it. 
· Cut-off : T lets Ss know the rest part of the lesson, and ask Ss do it as homework. For example, if the class is         finished during working on worksheet No.3, T asks Ss to prepare presentation as a group. And then, in the next class, T spends certain time to check their preparation. 
· SOS activity : T teaches Ss some useful expression(idioms) related to a word, ‘coffee’. 
        ( A coffee-table book / wake up and smell the coffee / coffee break / let’s talk over cup of coffee 
       Then, T asks Ss to create sentence with those idioms, and do presentation.

“Now, coffee has become undisputed the most people-favorite popular drink all over the world. I believe no one doubts about this fact. “
2. What kind of typical method do you know can be used for making coffee? 
Ss listen to T listing the 5 ways to get coffee; “espresso machine, hand-drip, French press, siphon, and today’s topic, which is coffeepot “. 
“ Today, we will talk about how to make coffee with coffeepot”

	Whole class
	Ss will listen to the instruction of main activity, 
“You all individually will get a piece of worksheet that explains how to use the coffeepot for making coffee, and at the back side of it (T flips the paper), it shows some tips you should consider when handling the coffeepot. I will give you 5 Min. to look through it. “
“And then, each group will have another piece of worksheet that you’re supposed to fill out the parts’ name with as a group. The answers are all the instructions, they are already there. You will have another 5 Min. for this.” 
“Finally, the spokesperson of each group will come forward in front of the class and do presentation of explaining how to use the coffeepot. “

	Giving instruction about main activity 
(T directly displays Ss the worksheet papers in advance while talking to Ss.)

	Ss will be taught 3 vocab. from the content in advance. 
They will be heard, “before we really look at the material, we should go preview some vocab. first. 
It helps you understand the text better.” 

1. notch (n) 

One of the students will be picked for a role-playing with T. 
2. Abrasive (Adj.)

Ss will see the pic. of sandpaper, handkerchief, tissue, and scarf. And then, will be asked which one causes something worn out when scrubbing. 
3. Prize (v) 

Ss will be asked, “what do you do when you try to loosen ice cubes from an ice tray? Think about your motion. That’s what you’re prizing. Similar idea of screwing, twisting, etc” 

	Pre-teaching vocab. 
(Writing the each word on the board after  finishing explanation) 

Acting a scene that a dad measure daughter’s height on the wall and make a line of notch to fix it.

· The title of the lesson : Usage of Moka Express

INSTRUCTIONS

- Making Coffee -

1. Fill the bottom part with cold water. 

    The level of water inside the bottom part must not exceed the level notches just 
right underneath of a safety valve.

2. Insert the funnel shaped filter in the little tank. 

3. Fill the filter with ground coffee without pressing it and remove the coffee powder

from the rim of the little tank. 

4. Screw strongly the top of the coffeepot on the little tank, but do not prize on a

handle or a knob. 

5. Put the coffeepot on the source of heat; if it’s a flame, avoid that it sticks out of the tank edge. 

6. When the top of the coffeepot is full of coffee, take the coffeepot away from the

source of heat.

· The title of the lesson : Usage of Moka Express

INSTRUCTIONS
- Suggestions –
1. Do not use too fine ground coffee.

2. We suggest washing the coffeepot only with water. Do not use steel wools,

abrasive products or dish-washer. They could alter the surface of the material.

3. Put the coffeepot back only when its sides are perfectly dry and don’t screw it strongly.

- Cautions –
1. Never use the coffeepot without water.

2.  Never use other extracts, powder of cacao or instant coffee. They could clog the

filter plate.

3.  After use, do not open the coffeepot before it is cold. 

4. Regularly check the funnel shaped filter, the filter plate; when they are damaged 

replace them.

5. The little tank has been designed only for water use. 

6.  Periodically clean also the inner side of the little column.
