	ASSUMPTIONS

	- Students have previous knowledge about vocabulary concerning a number of chore works of vocabulary necessary to understand the teacher’s explanations and commands.
- Students know how to use the present simple and present progressive to talk about the present.
- Students have experience with the phonetic alphabet and know the meaning of “voiced” and “voiceless”.

- Students learned how to make questions to change place of subject and verb.

	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	- Students might have difficulties to figure out the patterns of regular verbs in past simple. → Give Students to have sufficient explanation, practice with worksheet and activity.
- Students might confuse present simple verb forms and past simple forms to talk about the past. The difference will be highlighted and practiced in drills.

- Students might use the verb be in front of a past simple verb form when forming sentences (like in “I am watched a movie.”). The correct pattern for sentences will be shown clearly on the board.
