	Students already know:

	ANTICIPATED GRAMMATICAL ERRORS AND SOLUTIONS

	Students might not be able to fully grasp the listening

· Playing the video repeatedly could help.

Students could miss out details from the listening and have problem solving the worksheet

· Pausing the video and chunking the listening. 
Students could not understand fully due to difficult vocabularies
· Asking students to pick part where they couldn’t understand and help them guess the meaning. If they can’t give clues and definitions and ask them to include vocabularies they don’t know in to their vocabulary books.

	Whole class

	Exposed to the pictures related to elections 

	Show pictures to students and ask them what they are about. 

	4 mins
	groups of 3
	Eliciting on the pictures shown. Coming up with words, phrases and ideas about the pictures.
Guiding question:

“What do you think the picture are about?”
“What’s going on in the pictures?”

	Go around listening to the students. 



	2 mins
	Whole class

	Make sure you don’t give the word ‘election’ or anything related to it. Use phases that would explain the concept of election rather than the word election itself. 


	TASK PREPARATION TITLE
	Learning about US Election (10:43mins)

	AIMS
	MATERIALS

	Students will listen to the clip and learn about US election. Students will hear the word “election” for the first time (unless someone has elicited the word during pre-task activity).

“What parts did you understand?/ How much did you understand?”
“What did you learn from the video?”

	Ask students about the clip, and try to get a sense of how much they understood and didn’t understand by asking questions.

	5mins

	Vocabulary list are distributed 
“What do you think this means?” 
	Go over the vocabulary list together, ask question to students to elicit from them.

	Make sure they don’t take notes when first watching/ listening to the clip.

	More about election (17 mins)

	Students get to discuss more deeply about election. 
	Video clip, paper and pen (for students to take notes),

	TIME

	STUDENTS

	5mins
	Whole class
	Listen again to the video clip, now closely paying attention to details.
Student make notes as they listen to the clip
	Make students take notes as they watch/listen the clip.

Teacher pause the video in between so that it’s easier for students to take notes . 

Ask CCQ in between to make sure everyone understood.

	Distribute the worksheet
