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I decided to teach English because I like kids and like to teach someone. When I was a college student I taught English to middle school students as a volunteer. That was my first experience of teaching. I taught them like an explainer teacher used Grammar Translation Method. I learned like that when I was a middle school student. I taught them just like I learned when I was a middle school student. As a result, my students got good grades on their tests. However, they couldn’t be able to speak in English. One of my English teachers, she always write all the grammar rules and made us to write everything on the boards. Then, she made us to memorize everything and we took a test every class. I also had to memorize 20~30 vocabularies every day. I studied English because I need to get good grades to enter the college not to be a good speaker. Even though I studied more than 10 years, I couldn’t speak well. 
When I went abroad to study, I had to take an ESL class in America. The native teachers taught me different ways. They made me think and talk more. Also, they explain words in English with similar words and explain with easy sentences. They used different methods which helped me to understand well and communicate with native speakers. I took the ESL class one year, I could able to speak and understand.
I could have a chance to teach at the Elementary school as an afternoon class teacher. At the Elementary school, I had to make lesson plans, make a schedule depending on the student’s levels, and manage classes. It was my first time to set up everything. I learned a lot while I was working there but I had a hard time to manage the class and I wondered my teaching methods are right for the students. I realized I teach students same ways I learned English when I studied English in Korea. I thought it isn’t right way to teach and I wanted to learn how to teach English in better ways.  Even though I taught them English one hour five days a week, I realized that my teaching style could affect to their abilities of speaking in English. I thought I have a responsibility to teach them in a right way. I wanted to be a good teacher to my students. So, I decided to take a TESOL program. I liked the Times TESOL program because this course provides teaching skills can use in the actual class. I can practice teaching using the methods that I learn and get advices from professor and share different ideas from classmates. In addition, I can practice teaching through the Micro Teaching. I want to be a good teacher and teach my students in a proper ways.  I expect to learn many things through this course to be a good teacher.
I was surprised when my professor this program, Alain W. E. Greaves, said “Garbage in, garbage out”. I totally agree with that and that is my reason to be a good teacher and reason to study TESOL. I will do my best to study and try to be a good teacher. I really want to teach students in the right ways using proper methods.
