<Instructions>

We are going to see a short clip of the movie. First, You will listen. Second, you will fill in the blanks while listening to the dialogue of the video. After you finish we will check the answers together. I will give you 3 minutes.
(Distribute the Fill in the blank worksheets)
<Demonstration>
Look at the paper If you have any vocabulary questions

ask the teacher. For example, 'whisper' means talking quietly (show mime)
<ICQ>
How much time do you have? (3 minutes)
How many times do you have a chance to watch the movie? (two twice)
Do you work in pairs or alone? (alone)
Are you ready?(Ss answer) Great! Let's watch it!
(show to Ss a part of the movie "Taken" first)
What they are doing in this part of movie?

( answering the question)
Okay I will show you again Please fill in the blank this time
Let's get started
(show to Ss a part of the movie "Taken" Second)

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Listening Lesson Plan





Let's go on a trip!





Students: 10 - 12





Level: Pre- Intermediate

Length: 50 minutes





Materials:


- Video / CD ‘Taken 2008’


- Listening script handout, fill in the blank worksheet, Questions worksheet ( 10 - 12 copies)


- Board and markers


- Computer, Project beam, audio system








Aims: 


- Students will be able to respond/converse with a stranger while travelling using pair or group work. 


- Students will be able to write and discuss 'Taken' by fill in the blank while listening.�- Students will be able to give and respond to invitations





Language Skills:


- Reading: reading script and worksheet


- Writing: answering fill in blank worksheet and questions worksheet


- Listening: Short movie clip; teacher’s explanation of the story of the movie


- Speaking: discussion with pairs or groups, answer tether questions





Language Systems:


- Grammar: The use of ‘whole’ vs. ‘all’; the use of ‘so’ with adjective vs. ‘such’


- Discourse:  A dialogue between strangers at an airport


- Phonology: Distinguish between /I/ and /EE/ sounds (e.g. Paris, Taxi, Biggie, California)


- Lexis: New informal expressions�- Function: Meet new people, introduce yourself, give/accept invitations





Assumptions:


- Students already know about the teacher's teaching style.


- Students already know basic vocabulary.


- Most students have been to other countries.





Anticipated Errors and Solutions:


- Students might need to more time to work on the fill in the blank


-> If it takes longer than 5 minutes, give the students the listening script 


- Some students might not be able to understand the dialogue of video 


-> Listen three times and if students still can't understand read the script together
