<Greeting>

 T: Hi, everyone!  How are you? How was your weekend? 
<Eliciting and Prediction>

T: Before the class begins, I am going to show you some pictures. 
(Showing the pictures of a McDonald’s, KFC, and Subway and putting them on the board in turn.) 
T: What comes to your mind? (Get Ss’ ideas and write them on the board.)

(Anticipate Ss to answer ‘Fast food restaurant’.)
T: Good!  Today we are going to listen to a speech related to fast food restaurant. But first, we will do an activity.

	Procedure:
l. Mind mapping
<Instructions>
(Write “fast food restaurant” in the center of the board and circle the topic.)

T: Now, it’s time to map out our thought. Tell me anything about fast food restaurant.  Each of you is supposed to give at least one answer. The answer should be a word or very short phrase.
<Demonstration>

(Draw a line from the circled topic.) 
T: What can we get at fast food restaurant? 
(Some Ss say ‘hamburger’ and T writes ‘hamburger’.) 
<CCQ>

What do you usually order at fast food restaurants?
Why do some people often go to fast food restaurant?

Why do some people dislike fast food?
(As Ss give answers, T writes them on the board with positive reaction. If some Ss give answers which is off topic, T reminds Ss of the topic and leads to the right track.)
T: We have enough. Each of you gave me at least one answer. Let me categorize your thoughts. I think those can be categorized into a list of menu, pros and cons of fast food restaurant. You really did good job! Now, let’s move on to listening activity.

l. Listening for comprehension
<Instructions>

(Distribute worksheet #1.)

T: Listen carefully her speech solving given questions. Do this individually.
<CCQ>

What are you supposed to do?

Are you working with your partner? 
(Play an audio-recording without stopping and let Ss solve the questions.) 

T: (After the audio-recording finishes) Do you want to listen one more time? I will play this again. Listen carefully and finish your question sheet. 

(Play the listening file again.)
T: Let’s check the answer. Number 1. The speaker doesn’t go to fast food restaurants. True or false? (Call one S’ name) Kevin, what do you think? (If the S gets right, move on to the next question. If the S gets wrong, have another S answer the question.
 II. Listening for dictation 
(Distribute worksheet #2)

<Instructions>

T: There are 6 sentences on the sheet. You will be able to find a blank in each sentence. After listening, write what you hear in the blanks. Work individually. I will play this file twice.
<CCQ>

What are you supposed to do?

Are you going to work together?

How many times am I going to play?

(Play the track once. After that, play again.)
(Check the answers by having Ss give their answer. When checking the answers, check Ss’ spelling as well.)

Ⅲ. Vocabulary
<Instruction>

T: Look at the bottom of the worksheet #2. You can find definitions of words with alphabets. By considering context of each sentence, guess the meaning of the word. And then, matching the meaning to a proper word by putting an alphabet next to a word. Work with your partner. You have 5 minutes.
<Demonstration>

T: Let’s look at number one sentence. The word is ‘drop by’.  What comes after ‘drop by’? There is a place. I gave you a hint. Can you guess? Yes, the answer is ‘a’.
<CCQ>

Which worksheet are you working on?

Are you working individually?

For how long?

(Monitor discreetly.)
(After all Ss finish their work, check the answers together.)

T: What have we been talking about? Did you enjoy the class today? Was it difficult? If you have any questions, feel free to ask. 
(If no question,) Okay, good. Have a nice day. See you in next class!

Fast Food Restaurant

Aims:





Students will be able to pick up details from the ‘Fast Food Restaurant’ audio-recording by answering comprehension questions on a worksheet. 


Students will be able to define the meaning of vocabulary and expressions which can be used at fast food restaurants by matching each word to an appropriate definition.


Students will be able to give their opinions related to fast food restaurants.

Reading: Reading the script of the listening file and worksheets. Guessing the meaning of words in context by reading.


Listening: Listening to the speaker’s short speech related to fast food restaurants and understanding precise information.
