	Procedure:

 T begins by smiling and making eye contact with Ss, waiting until Ss are quiet and ready to begin or may use an attention-getting technique unless they focus on.
T: “Welcome to our class. How are you doing, today?
 Let’s get started. 
<Eliciting>

T: “Look at the picture. What do you see in the picture?”
Ss respond and T confirms or corrects. 
(a dinosaur, a film)

T puts the visual aid in view where it will stay for the
 remainder of the lesson.
T: “Today, we will talk about the topic about Jurassic 

World first. After then we will have a conversation about

Movies. We will also learn about key expressions related 

to topic.” 
T writes the topic on the board. 
- Jurassic World breaks box office record
T and Ss briefly discuss the topic as a whole group. 

T asks questions about the topic.

T: “Have you ever seen science fiction movies like 

‘Avatar’?”  

(Yes. I have seen)
    “How often do you go to see a film? 

( once a week /twice a month /two times a year)
T: “Let’s talk about more.”

	Procedure:
T hands over the worksheet to Ss.
Before we do vocabulary work, let’s learn new vocabulary.

1. Vocabulary

Teacher writes down on the board.

T: “Repeat after me.”
“Break a record.” 

Teacher explains the definition of each word and give an example of each word
T: “Break a record” means… 

You can use this expression “Yuna Kim broke a world 

record in Vancouver Olympic.”

T: “Now we are going to do a matching activity with your partner in 10 minutes. 

Q1: So what are you supposed to do? 
Q2: How much time do you have? 
Q3: Are you working alone?

  A2: 10 minutes.

  A3: No, we work with our partners.

Teacher writes down instructions to make sure Ss clearly

understand.

T: “All right. Then let’s start! ”
(After 10 minutes)

   “All right. We will listen to the topic now”

Aims:

SWBAT use key expressions during the discussion with their partners











Language Skills:


-Reading: Read the article of Jurassic World.  


-Writing: Dictate the content of Jurassic World breaks box office record.  


-Listening: Listen to the news of Jurassic World.


-Speaking: Talk about the topic during the discussion








Language Systems:


-Grammar: Learn about ‘simple past’ and ‘simple perfect’ by practicing target sentences related to the topic. 


Ex) I went to see a movie last week. 


Have you ever seen --------? /


-Function: Learn how to use ‘go to…’ expression through the discussion.


-Discourse: Speak about their favorite movies.


-Lexis: Break a record, science fiction movies, romantic comedies, thriller, drama


-Phonology: Listen to the topic and partner’s conversation.
