<Greeting>

Hello everyone, How are you? How was your weekend?

<Eliciting and Prediction>

(Showing Ss a picture to elicit the topic.)

Okay, Let’s take a look at a picture.

What can you tell me about it?

(Expecting Ss to answer “Sherlock Homes” or “detective”. If they do not know the answer, give it to them directly.)

1. Excellent!

Then, Can you me one of the famous detectives?

(If Ss answer “detective”, T will go number one first.)

(Expecting Ss to answer “Sherlock Homes”. If they do not know the answer, give it to them directly.)

2. Excellent!

There is a letter from Sherlock Homes.

I am going to read it. Listen carefully!

(T reads the letter from Sherlock Homes while Ss listen.)

 Today, we will do some activities about using verbs of perception and make your own sentences by playing a game. But first we are going to learn the concept of perception verbs.

	Procedure:

<Verbs of perception – substitution table>
Okay! What are the verbs of perception?

(Expecting Ss to answer “verbs related to the five senses”. If they do not know the answer, give it to them directly.)

(If Ss say some verbs of perception, T write them down on the board.)

Great! We have enough.

Then, let’s take a look at this table.

At first I am going to read some sentences, then repeat after me.

S/He

sees

hears

feels

him

her

them

something

cry

play the guitar

crawl on my leg

crying

playing the guitar

crawling on my leg

We can generalize this table like this.
Subject + Verbs of perception + Objective + bare infinitive or -ing form.
Then, what is the difference between bare infinitive and –ing form when we use them?
(Expecting Ss to answer it. If they do not know the answer, give it to them directly.)

I am going to give you an example.

I heard someone cry.

· I heard his crying from the beginning to the end.

I heard someone crying.

· I heard him cry, but I didn’t hear whole process of crying. In other words, I just heard the part of his crying.

<CCQ>
What comes next after Objective?<bare infinitive and –ing form>

Is the meaning same when we use bare infinitive or –ing form?<No>

Okay! Let’s move on to the next activity.

<Raise you speed!>
Now, we are going to play a game called “Raise your speed”
<Instructions>

Make two groups
T rolls two dice.

(One dice has six verbs of perception, the other dice has two forms “bare infinitive” and “-ing form”)

After rolling two dice, T say a verb and a form to the Ss

And then, T says “Go!”

The first runners rush up to the board and make their own sentences on the board with the word and the form T gave.

The runner who write down a full sentence without mistake earlier than the other runner get a point.

Get many points, win the game!
