A paper with names of digital devices (laptop, Wii, printer, headphone, camera) will be hand out as soon as the students are divided into three ~ four groups. Once your group gets the paper, you may start brainstorming the reasons why your product is the best. When time is up every each group will get a chance to speak. Students may express their objection to other’s ideas only after the group finishes talking. If not Teacher will ask “What do you think it’s the least important product?”
Instruction
1. Start brainstorming in pairs after you get a paper with a device’s name.

3. Pretend that you are the product itself. So Start the sentence with “I am / We are the best…”
4. Everyone will have to speak.
