Aims: 


- To discuss and share opinions with pairs or groups on the topic


- To match synonyms in vocabulary list











Language Skills:


- Reading: Diologue text


- Listening: Teacher and classmate’s speaking


- Speaking: pairs and group discussion 


- Writing: write a summaries on their pairs or group discussion








Language Systems:


- Lexis: learning new vocabulary 


- Phonology: distinguish between /J/ and/Z/ sounds 


- Discourse: discuss with pairs or groups about the topic








Assumptions:
