	Set Up

	<Greeting>
Hello, Everyone! How are you, today?

What did you do last weekend?

(Students talk about themselves)

<Eliciting>
Tell my story. I went camping with my family last weekend. 

My mother in law thought  that she totally forgot to bring kimchi. But on the last day of the camping, we found kimchi in the refrigerator. We knew she forgot the fact she brought kimchi and put it in the refrigerator.
Show the image of the brain and ask lead-in questions.
T:”when we get old, what happen in our brain?

(Ss tell their opinions)

T:”What will happen if we have the illness that has problems remembering?”
(Ss tell their opinions)

T:” Can we prevent this illness?
(Ss tell their opinions)

	<introduction the topic>
T: Today, We’re going to listen to one article about ‘dementia’.
   Can you guess what dementia is?

(Let Ss tell their opinions)

T: this is the illness that has problems remembering. We know the more familiar word: ‘‘Alzheimer’s (disease)

 T: Now, we’re going to listen to each sentence twice.
    While the first listening, fill in the blank of the exercise 1, gap filling.

    Then we’re going to listen again.
    While the second listening, find the main ideas ; underline them.

T: Look at the exercise 1 in the worksheet.

   (play the first sentence twice and show how to fill in the blank on the board)

	Activity 1.- Listen & Gap filling (exercise 1 )

(Play the audio each sentence twice. Ss fill in the blanks)
T: Let’s check the answers together.(focus on preposition)
    We often make a mistake with using preposition. 

    So, let’s focus on preposition and the content of the article.

(Read each sentence and check the right words together)

Activity 2 – Listen & Find the main sentence.
T: I’ll play the audio again. While listening, find the main sentences. 
   And underline them.
Activity 3 – Summarize the main ideas in the flow chart with the partner. (exercise 2 )
T: Now, compare the main sentences you underlined to those of which your partner did. 

 Then write the summary of the main idea of this article in the flow chart in exercise 2. 
 Guiding questions are in the flow chart. They are helpful to summarize the article. 
    I’ll give you 10 minutes. After that, let’s share your summary.
(Have Ss open the worksheet, Show the flow chart and Guiding questions)

Assumptions





Students already know the most of the words  in the article.

Anticipated Errors and Solutions


Ss might not know ‘dementia’


Explain it with the more familiar word; ‘Alzheimer’s (disease) 


Ss might not listen well


Give Ss a gap fill exercise to help them listen the main sentences.


The class might become serious.


Do not focus on the issue of dementia. Focus on listening and summarizing the article.


More focus on discussion of what is bad or good for our brain.
