Aims: 


SWBAT list vocabulary and expressions for shopping at a street market by completing a vocabulary worksheet.


SWBAT identify the items that people usually find and buy at a street market by looking at the pictures.


SWBAT explain what a street market is like by taking notes through listening.      


SWBAT create their own dialogue by using the vocabulary and expressions that they learn from this class.


SWBAT discuss what good things or bad things about a street market are by guessing through the dialogue (with their group members).








Language Skills: 


Listening: the dialogue between the merchant and the customer


Speaking: Comparing answers within groups, practice the dialogue with a partner, discussion

Assumptions:  





Students already know:


How the class is set up and run. (There will be 4 student groups.)


The teacher’s style of teaching and the pace of the course.


Most of the names of the items at a street market in English.


Students are interested in street markets.


Most students have experienced shopping at a street market. 


Students can share their ideas with others and discuss their experience in English. 


Most students actively participate in their group work. 





Anticipated Errors and Solutions: 


Ss might not understand the meaning of the words or phrases from the conversation. 


Teacher could explain them again and give more examples from the usual conversations.


Ss might not be able to pick up details from the listening and to fill out the blank.


Teacher will play the CD a couple of more times to all and chunk the listening. (pause-play-pause-play)


If students finish their activity earlier than anticipated, 


Teacher will ask as many students as possible about their ideas of how to shop at a street market.


Ss might make spelling mistakes when they write the vocabulary.


Teacher will write the correct words on the board clearly and large enough for all to see. 


Ss might need more time to work on creating their own dialogue.  


Teacher will shorten presentation time by choosing 2 volunteering groups.


The activity might take too long.


Then teacher will reduce some process and shorten the time of discussion a little bit.


Ss might make some grammatical errors when they write a dialogue.


 Teacher will correct them by writing common errors on the board
