	Procedure:
Let’s talk about your childhood more. What did you do often?
(When Ss answer, T writes the answers on the board)

Do you still do that?(Ss:no)

When something happened regularly in the past, but no longer happens now, we can use ‘used to’. Also, it can be used when you talk about past facts or generalizations which are no longer true. 

(T points substitution table on the board)

Now, let’s look at this table. And read it together.(T points the substitution tables and reads it together) You can put base form verb after ‘used to’. 
I used to swimming. Is it correct?(Ss:no)

You can also make question and negative form. (T points target sentences) Let’s look at the sentences here. Can you read it?(T let Ss read a sentence “Did you use to live in Busan?” and “ I didn’t use to get up early)These are question and negative form. 
When you use these form, you should put ‘use’, not ‘used’. You can use question or negative form, but It is better to ask questions and create negative sentences using Simple Past.
CCQ
‘I used to go to park’, is it past or present?(Ss:past) 

Do I go to park now?(Ss:no)
I used to jumping a lot? Is it correct?(Ss:no)

(T hands out the worksheet) Let’s look at the worksheet. There are some changes between 5 years ago and now. Look at the example. (T reads the example) You are going to write sentences like this. With your partner, describe and write Karen’s changes using “used to”.  I’ll give you 5 minutes.

What are you going to write?(Ss: about Karen’s changes)

Are you going to work with your partner?(Ss: yes)

(T check the time with stopwatch, and look Ss doing alright.)

Let’s check the answer together.

Each group picks 3 sentences, and read it out loud. There is no order, so you should listen carefully what other student says.
(After Ss read each sentence) Is it correct?
(If it is wrong, T corrects after reading the each answer)What is the correct answer? Very good.(T finishes when everyone has correct answers)
I found some students wrote ‘be used to’ and ‘use to’ in the sentences. Let’s look at those expressions.
(T writes ‘use to’ ‘be used to ~ing’ ‘be used to’ on the board)
1) Use to : you can use it in question or negative form with ‘Did you’ or ‘didn’t’. e.g. I didn’t use to ride a bike to school.
2) Be used to ~ing : it means something becoming normal or accustomed. It is not past. It is present.
e.g. I’m used to living in big city.

3) Be used to base form verb: It is passive form of ‘use’. e.g. My phone is used to play game
You may be confused. So you should be careful when you use ‘used to’.
