	Topic:  “A rabbit is faster than a turtle” (adjective + -er : comparative degree sentences)

	Materials: 
-White board and markers, colored pencils
-Animal flashcards : rabbit, turtle, gorilla, monkey, snake, lizard, giraffe
-Adjective flashcards : fast, slow, big, small, long, short, tall
-Designs of animals for coloring: rabbit, turtle, gorilla, monkey, snake, lizard, giraffe
-The sample sentence of comparative degree : A rabbit is faster than a turtle / 

A turtle is slower than a rabbit
-A ball


	Aims:

Ss will be able to make connections between previously learnt ‘adjective’ vocabulary and make sentences with adjective + -er such as “A rabbit is faster than a turtle” by constantly drilling vocabulary, pairwork with questions and answers and finally writing sentences combining adjective and -er.


	Language Skills:

-Reading: Ss will read the sentence “A(n) noun is adjective +-er than a(n) noun” on the board.by the sample sentence of comparative degree
-Listening: Ss will listen to the teacher and classmates throughout the lesson.
-Speaking: Ss will repeat adjective + –er and also make the sentence “A(n) noun is adjective + -er than a(n) noun”
-Writing: Ss will write the question “Which is adjective +er, a(n) noun or a(n) noun?” and the sentence “A(n) noun is adjective +er than a(n) noun” in their notebooks.


	Language Systems:

-Phonology: /Ә/ for ‘-er’, /Ͻ/ in ‘small’’tall’, /ɳ/ in ‘long’, /ou / in ‘slow’ 
-Lexis: rabbit, turtle, gorilla, monkey, snake, lizard, giraffe
-Function: Asking, answering.
-Grammar: Present simple “Which is adjective +er, a(n) noun or a(n) noun?” “A(n) noun is adjective + er than a(n) noun”
-Discourse: Conversation about comparative degree.


	Assumptions:

-Ss already have learned the positive degree of adjectives and the name of animals.

-Ss are familiar with the T and their classmates

-All kids are interested in animals.
-All kids get easily distracted and lose concentration.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-If  Ss have a trouble in using comparative degree → T  gives Ss more chances to practice with flash cards and have many varied drills
-If Ss get distracted and lose concentration → T makes animal noises and does motions of animals ,lead Ss to do together to get their attention and make it funny. And make you face light up 
-If Ss feel difficulty about self correct  → T makes a wrong sentence to correct by themselves. Also T gives them a high five for encouragement upon a correct answer.
