T : Hello everyone. How are you, today? Is anyone planning to go to a hairdresser? If you want to change your color, style or length, how would you express those to a hairdresser? Today we’ll talk about those expressions related with hair.
Eliciting
(Showing the picture of a hair salon)
T : What can you tell me about this picture? 

Ss reply.

T : Yes. The hairdresser is trimming a lady’s hair.

     Then what do you think she asked to the hairdresser when she wants to change her hairstyle?      

Ss reply.

Introducing today’s topic
T:  (Pointing the target sentences) Yes. She would say “I would Iike to get(have) a haircut” or “ I would like to trim my hair.” That is our target sentence in today’s class. 

Let’s speak out the target sentences… 
Target sentences : 

I would like to get my hair streaked. (0)

I would like to have some bridge. (X)
T : When you want some highlight on your hair, some people use ‘I want some ‘bridge’. But it’s a weird expression. ‘Bridge’ comes from ‘bleach’. But ‘bleach’s also a wrong expression. The right expression is ‘streaked’.  
Let’s do an activity for more expressions.

	Feedback (to Ss)
T : Everyone did a great job. Let’s look through some key expressions together. 

Error Correction
[Group A] The second picture is about ‘hair extension’, for the bangs it is ‘swept side part.’ And for the braids it’s also called plaits.

[Group B] The hair problem on the picture is ‘split ends’, then the ‘layer cut’ comes next. The bleached hair is called streaked.
[Group C] For the hair dye, it is called ‘root touch-up’. The second hair dye is kind of a two-tone hair dye, but in technically it’s called ‘ombre’. The difference is that ombre is more focused on the gradation on the color. For the curls, there are loose/tight curls.
[Group D] The girl in the first picture has curly hair, curly is also called ‘frizzy’. And she’s thinning her hair out. Then straightening the hair. Lastly she wants to make a high bun.
