	Procedure:

T begins by smiling and making eye contact, waiting until Ss are quiet and ready to begin, or may use an attention-getting technique. T writes the title on the board.
T: “Welcome to our class. How are you, today? Let’s get
started. Look at this picture. What do you see?”
Ss responds and T confirms or corrects. T puts the visual 

aid in view where it will stay for the remainder of the 

lesson, unless it is used for further discussion/checking.
T: “Today, we will talk about slow melting ice-cream. Have you ever seen slow melting ice-cream? (T shows real ice cream) yes this is ice cream and it is obviously melting now. 
I know you want to have this ice cream. If it did not melt by end of class I would give it to you. 

(T writes the sentence that she just told students.) 
If you cannot have this ice cream
you will go buy an ice cream on your way home.

(T points two sentences on the board and askes)
“What is the difference between these two sentences?

(Ss guess and answer)

“Yes, one sentence tells something unlikely to happen

Today or in the future, and the other tells something likely to happen today or in the future.

T writes Simple variation Drill  and elicits answers
T explains the difference between the first and second conditional
	Procedure:
Now we will learn about conditions. There are three different conditions, and we are going to study about two different types of conditions, the First Conditional, the Second conditional.
T points one sentence on the board
If we take John, he will be pleased.

If it rains tomorrow, we will go to the movies.

As you can see these examples, we use the First Conditional to talk about future events that are likely to happen.  And let’s learn how to make the First conditional.

If + present simple, …… will + verb

If the train                     ( be/delay), she               ( be) late.

If she                          (not/ leave) soon,
 she               (miss) the bus.

(if the train is delayed, she will be late)
(if she does not leave soon, she will miss the bus

Future clause can also contain other modal verbs such as ‘can’ and ‘must’
If you go to New York, You must have the cheesecake in Lindy’s

If he comes, you can get a ride home.

If + past simple, ….. would (could, might)+ verb
This is the second conditional formula.

We can use it to talk about things in the future that are probably not going to be true. Maybe I am imagining some dream for example

If I won the lottery I would buy a big house.

(I probably won’t win the lottery)

If I met the Queen of England, I would say hello.

Also we can use the second conditional to talk about something in the present which is impossible, because it is not true. For example,

If I              (be)a bird, I                       (fly)away

If I had his number, I would call him 
(I don’t have his number now, so it is impossible for me to call him)

If I                 (speak) to him directly, I               (be) able to persuade him.
CCQ: Do we use the fist conditional to talk about something in the future that are not going to true? No
What verb tense do we use for the second conditional if clause? Past simple

If you are still confused, I will give you brief explanation. 
The first conditional describes things that likely to happen in the future whereas the second conditional talks about things that will not really happen.
