	Language Skills:

	Assumptions:

- Ss will understand the script without having problems.
 - Ss have had positive as well as negative experiences with money or know someone who has. 
- Ss  has different order of priority when they spend to share money for others

- Ss wouldn’t insist on their opinion strongly to make pie chart to share money for others’ welfare in group.
- Some students are very interested in the money itself, others are not.
- Ss may not know the every currency unit except they have experienced directly or in directly.

 - Ss know the Guro station in the Seoul metro system.

 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

(Problem) When Ss match the currency unit it would be unclear although the Ss work in pair 
→(Solution) Let them know the answer.       

(Problem) There might be some student who do not interested in the division money for others.
→(Solution) Prepare examples for making a pie chart in each group.

(Problem) I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be absent or running late. 
→(Solution) I won’t do SOS activity.

(Problem) If Ss ask some questions that I didn’t expect.

→(Solution)  I’ll use break time to answer the questions for saving time.
