	Aims:

· Main: To help the students to develop their listening skills by having students talk about the Beatles
· Secondary: The students will learn about the Beatles through worksheet dictation and diary

· Personal: I want to improve my teaching pace


	Language Skills:

· Listening: The students will practice listen a song.

· Reading:  The students will able to read lyrics.

· Speaking: The students will have opportunities to talk in a group and whole class.

· Writing: The students will able to write the song lyrics.


	Language Systems:

· Lexis: beneath, submarine

· Function: None to discuss

· Grammar: None to discuss

· Phonology: Pronounce the words by reading lyrics

· Discourse: Discussion about the theme


	Assumptions:

· Most students know the song “Yellow Submarine”.

· Students know the meaning of the lyrics.
· Students have done a blank worksheet activity before.
· Students have done a words definition worksheet activity before.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not finish the word definition matching on time.

· Prepare the answers on the wall chart clearly so that students can get the answers briefly.

· Students may not able to miss the words when they fill in the blank on the worksheet.
· Give more chances to listening the song.
· Worksheets can be hard for some students.
· Students are allowed to work in groups so that they can help each other.
· Some students are finish their worksheet before the given time.
· Make students to read the lyrics and imagine the song by understanding lyrics.
