	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· Students may not be able to pick up details from listening

-> Chunk the listening (pause-play-pause-play)

· Students may need more time to work on vocabulary & phrasal verbs.

-> If it takes longer than 10 minutes, cut answer checking time by verbally sharing the answers

· If time is short

-> Cut post activities short and only ask 1-2 students to share their opinion 

· Students may not be able to understand form

-> explain the meaning and grammar changes

	1. Explain the zero conditional

What is the zero conditional?

It is used to talk about the generally or always possible or true situations like we learned today, ‘If I can see it, then I can do it’. In this song, the man wants to get over the frustration by encouraging himself. 

There are another expressions such as when, unless. Notice that 'unless' means the same as 'if not'
Write in some example on the board.

If/When/Unless + a present form
- If you ask him, he will help you.

-Unless you need more space, a small car is big enough for one person.

-When I’m sleeping, my dog stays by me.
