- Secondary : Students will learn about countries and capital cities by doing a 

             crossword puzzle, and how to describe themselves with their own flag.
- Personal : I want to clarify my instruction, try not to talk too much and I do not want to forget ICQs.


	Language Skills: - Speaking : Students will have opportunities to talk in pairs.

	Assumptions: - Students have done a dialogue activity.
                       - Students have done a role play activity before.

                       - Students know how to express themselves.

                       - Students can match countries and capital cities.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

· I am planning not to talk too much but students might have too many questions for me when they are doing the crossword puzzle  activity.
- I will tell the students that they will learn about it after. If they still have questions, I will answer them during break time or after class.

· I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching since some class members could be running late

- I will make a free conversation time short and try to reduce any comments.
· For the dialogue activity, I need too much time to write the whole sentences down.

- I will use my wall-chart. All I need to do is to make it clear and big enough to see.

· Students might read to slow when they do the conversational activity which may affect time management.

- I will follow the one-half rule for the main activity which we will only get half the students to present or one-third rule when students present and give the rest of the answers on a wall chart for the pre-activity.
