-Personal : I want to adjust my speaking speed to the level of the learner. I want to follow the right procedure. I want to monitor my students’ activities  not too fast. I want to improve on my explicit ICQ delivery. 


	Language Skills:-Speaking : Students will talk about comparatives and superlatives and conversation skills will improve.  
                           -Writing : Students will be engaged in writing through filling in the blanks and playing racing-game. 
                           -Listening : Students will listen to each other’s thoughts regarding comparatives and superlatives. 
                           -Reading : Students will read an article regarding comparatives and superlatives and learn new grammar.

                       - All Students have experienced a role-playing and playing racing-game. 


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions :
- Due to time management, Students must learn new words in the pre-activity which they might have too many questions for me to answer.  

: I will follow the one-third rule when Students present and give the rest of the answers. I will tell the Students that they will recognize the new words by themselves. If they still have questions, I will answer the questions during break time or after school. 
 - Students might speak too slow or much for the role-playing which may affect time management. 
: I will follow the one-half rule for the main activity which we will only get half the students to present and which we will also shorten the conversation. 
- Students might not understand how to do the activities.
        : I will demonstrate with more examples.

- I might need more time to complete my 30 minute micro-teaching
: I will do SOS activity.

And sometimes, some words completely changes into different words. For example, ‘good’ becomes ‘better’ and ‘best’, and ‘bad’ becomes ‘worse’ and ‘worst’.
