Personal aim: I want to improve my reading skills by doing modeling and demonstration.


	Language Skills:
Listening: Students will listen other students’ opinion about the topic.
Reading: Students will read the text.
Speaking: Students will insist their opinion of the topic.
Writing: Students will write their thought about the situation.


	Language Systems:
Lexis: Written bases on the worksheet. * nostril
Phonology: Idioms which has a special liaison rule. * echo-location

Function: How the dictionary explains words. * in order to: used with a verb...

	Assumptions:
Students already know
 - Fishes do not have fingers.
 - Most students are interested in dolphins.
 - Most students have the experiences about dolphins.
 - The basic words of the text's.


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:
 - Students may not know the difference between fish and mammal.
   → In warmer, share the background knowledge generously.
 - Some students may not be interested in the topic.
   → In warmer, share their experiences to reduce resistance.
 - Some students do not have experiences about dolphins.
   → Change the request writing their experiences into writing their hopes.
 - Some bases may be too hard to understand.
   → Check the logic of the bases before debating, to reduce the level of difficulty.
