Through my experience, I knew that “knowing is different from familiarity.”
When I was a first year student of middle school, my first English teacher grasped tendencies of students and taught them using game, songs, puzzles. We had “Auditory”, “Kinesthetic/Tactile” style and preferred the teacher’s teaching. However, move to higher grade, I was starting to loose interest in English.  Because I was taught by chalk and talk.  Teachers unilaterally taught English to transmission of their knowledge except for rapport with students. They only wrote on the board or reading textbook without discussion, game, and chance of speaking. 
As a result of such teachings, I can read English books but speaking is far from perfect.  I know the English but not used to speaking.
So now, I am trying to improve my listening & speaking comprehension while watching the American movies and TV show. I wish my past English teachers could have taught learners after figuring out characteristics of their learners and using integrated-skill approach.

When I become a teacher I will teach integrated skills(listening, reading, speaking, writing) and I will have a good rapport with my students. Grace
