“The original sentence is you are smart.”
Somebody said to me, “You are smart.”
“If I was describing that, I would say he said you were smart.”
“That’s just because we have to use reported speech when we describe what somebody else has said.”
“It doesn’t mean that you are not smart any more. You are still smart.”
“It just means that you are describing something that somebody told you in the past.”
“When you want to change it to reported speech, is verb change to was.”
-Makes Ss read drilling table 1 aloud together.
-Explains drilling table 2,3 in the same way.

-Makes Ss read them aloud together.
