	Language Skills:

-Reading : S will read the vocabulary T wrote and worksheets.

(Elicit Students answer size of the room, landlord, utility, kitchen etc.)

“Now we’re going to have short discussion. I’ll give you this picture, imagine you’re living in this room. I think something makes you happy, and something makes you unhappy.
For example, I don’t like the color of the wall. It makes me sad.

We will do this in group. (2,3 students)
