	Aims:

-Main aim: Ss will be able to describe what tasks they arranged for others (especially those working in beauty services) to do for them. 

-Secondary aim: Ss will practice using new grammatical structures (‘get somebody to do something’ and ‘get something done’) in various situations such as situations related to beauty/health/household services. 

-Personal aim: I want to create an atmosphere where students can easily induce a certain grammar rule from a set of examples. Also, I want them to practice using new grammatical structures through games. 




	Language Skills:

-Reading: Ss will read many sentence examples related to ‘get’ causative structure that I will write on the board 
-Listening: Ss will listen to teacher’s instructions and classmates’ thoughts when they are asked to elicit ideas. 
-Speaking: Ss can practice the grammatical expression when playing games

-Writing: Ss will write down what they saw in the video.



	Language Systems:

-Phonology: mirror /mɪrə(r)/ , electrician /ɪ|lek|trɪʃn/ , plumber /plʌmə(r)/ , lawn /lɔːn/ 
-Lexis: vocabularies related to people working in beauty services, products they use
-Grammar: Usage of causative verb (get)

                    1) get +agent+ action verb + object

2) get +object+ past participle 
-Function: to talk about someone doing something for you 

1) get somebody to do something: emphasis on who will do the action  

2) get something done : emphasis on action 
-Discourse: to talk about tasks that need to be arranged for the graduation party 

(how the causative verb ‘get’ could be used in this context)



	Assumptions:

-Ss have been to a hair salon and other beauty services

-Ss know what jobs are part of the service sector

-Ss know the past participle of regular and irregular verbs

(clean-cleaned-cleaned) (cut-cut-cut) 

-Ss know the active and passive voice

-Ss have encountered problems in the house and had them solved with the help of electricians, plumbers etc
-Ss know many different kinds of household chores 

-Ss know different verbs that describe doing chores (clean, mop, dust, vacuum, wash)

        


	Anticipated Problems and Solutions:

-Students might prefer saying “The hairdresser cut my hair” in their conversations than “I got my hair cut or “I got the hairdresser to cut my hair” (causative structure)

→ familiarize students with causative verb ‘get’ by giving them more real-life examples 
-Students might have difficulty understanding the rules of the card game
→ give clear instructions and demonstration before starting the game
-Students might have difficulty acting out the picture on the cards (card game) 

→ monitor how they are doing and if it gets too difficult, give them hints or modify the rule if necessary

-There is a lot of time left

→ Start SOS activity

	Greeting:

“Hi everyone! How are you? 
Instructions:

I’m going to show you a video (1min 30sec). 
Demonstration on the board:

I’m going to give you a sheet. 

There are 3 columns. 

1. Write down who you see in the video

2. Products you see in the video

3. What the main character was doing
 (hand out the sheet to all students) 
(play the video for 1 minute 30sec) 

“Who has seen this scene before?”

	Eliciting:

“Let’s discuss what you wrote.

Let’s start with the 1st column. 

Who did you see?”
(Wait for Ss response)

“Yes, a male stylist & 2 female stylists (assistants).”
1. People 

Hairdresser 
Nail stylist 

Make-up artist 
“They are people working in…?”
(Wait for Ss response)

 “Yes. Beauty services.”
2. Products

“What products did the stylists use?” 

(Wait for Ss response)

Brush, comb 

Hair dryer, hair straighteners 

mirror, cosmetics

nail polish, nail polish remover

3. What the main character was doing
“Let’s talk about the 3rd column.”
“What’s the main character’s name?” 
“What was she doing?”
She…
got her hair styled/straightened.

got her eyebrows done. 

got her nails done. 

[Inductive approach] 

“Why do you think I used the verb ‘get’ to describe what Mia was doing?” 
(Wait for Ss response)

If no response, give them hints

“Did Mia style her own hair?”
“Did Mia pluck her own eyebrows?”
“Did Mia do her own nails?”
(Wait for Ss response)

“No right? Somebody else did it for her. So, we use [1] ‘get something done’ (Write on the board) when we talk about someone doing something for us. 

So, it’s ‘Mia got her hair styled.’
We can also use [2] ‘get somebody to do something.’ Let’s change ‘Mia got her hair styled’ into this structure. 
(Wait for Ss response)

‘Mia got the male stylist to get her hair styled’ (Write on the board). 

“What do you think is the difference between [1] Mia got her hair styled’ & 

[2] ‘Mia got the male stylist to get her hair styled’ ?

(Wait for Ss response)

The first one has emphasis on ‘action’ 

The second one has emphasis on ‘who does the action.’

Play the game to practice using the learned grammatical structure
	Instructions:
We're going to play a card game.
Dividing into groups

First, let's pick our group members. 

Everybody just pick one paper. 
Who has 'Get someone to do something' on the paper? 

You guys are group 1. 
Who has 'Get something done' on the paper? You guys are group 2.

 

This card game is like a charade. You act it out and your team member has to guess what it is. So, teamwork is important.   

Only 2 members from each team can play in each round. 

 
There are 3 rounds 

-1st round: total  2min  
(1 min for group1 & 1 min for group2) 

 

Total, we play for 6 minutes. 

 
About the card
There are no words on the card. 
Just pictures. So, one member has to act out what they see. Then, your other team member has to say a sentence that describes that picture. 

The pictures are very diverse. 
Hospital scene, beauty scene, house scene etc 

 

-Why do you go to the hospital? 
(Wait for Ss response)

Because you want to check something right? 
-Why do you call the electrician/plumber? (Wait for Ss response)

Because you want them to check or fix the problem in your house right. 
I just gave you a big hint. 

 
<Rule for someone doing the acting> 

Rule 1: No words allowed. Just act it out 
Rule 2: Sometimes, it might be hard to act it out. If you can't act it out, you can use "Jiwon Chance."  
If you ask for this, I will write the 'verb' that is related to the picture on the board.   

(You can use "Jiwon Chance" twice for every round)  

 

<Rule for someone who has to say the sentence>  
Rule 1: Answer in past tense 
(start the sentence off with " I got...")  

 

Rule 2: You can answer in either ways

1. 'I got someone to do something' 

2. 'I got something done'

 

Rule 3: Everybody has to be the person to say the answer at least once

 
Demonstration:
June, could you come up here and act this out? (only let June see the picture of a person getting a haircut) 

(June acts it out)  
So, in this case, I can say either 

'I got someone to cut my hair' or 'I got my hair cut' 
 

 

ICQ: 

-In what tense do we have to say the sentence? (past tense: 'I got') 
-If you can't act it out, you can use "Jiwon Chance." What is "Jiwon Chance"?  
 (writes the 'verb' on the board) 
-How many times can you use "Jiwon Chance" for every round?  (2 times)   

 
I will not say whether the answer is 'right' or 'wrong' in the middle of the game. 

I will tell you the result at the end of the game. 

 

So, let's start with group 1. 
Could you come out in front of the class? 

Decide who will first be the one acting out. 

You have 1 minute. Get set go! 
Game starts 

(T monitors, stands behind the person who is acting to check if they are acting correctly. 

After each game, announce how many cards the team got right)

(Wait for Ss response) 

(Write their ideas on the board)

Group 2, let’s hear your ideas too. 

(Wait for Ss response)

(Write their ideas on the board)

Instructions:
We have lots of ideas for our graduation party! Now, as a class, let’s discuss who will get the tasks accomplished. This is a great chance to use the expression (‘get somebody to do something’) we learned today.

Demonstration
For example, let’s get Sara to order a pizza for us! 

Let’s get Grace to arrange flowers for us!
Class talk (T monitors)
Hope you enjoyed talking about this. Let’s be well prepared for the graduation party and let’s have fun~!!
