-Personal aim : Through this lesson, I hope S could feel confident about reading & speaking. 


	Language Skills:

-Reading : S will read the article from internet news.

-Listening : S will listen to teacher’s explanation & instruction, and other S talking.
-Speaking : S will speak about their experience and ideas, share ideas in group.
-Writing : S will write their own experience and opinions.
